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INTRODUCTION

This issue of the collection of scientific works “India: Antiquity and
Modernity” is dedicated to important anniversaries that took place in January
2025 — the 75th anniversary of the Republic of India (January 26, 1950) and
the 25th anniversary of the All-Ukrainian Association of Indologists (January
24, 2000). The collection includes scientific articles by well-known Ukrainian
orientalists — members of the All-Ukrainian Association of Indologists (UAI),
scientists of the SI “Institute of World History of the National Academy of Sciences
of Ukraine”, H.S. Skovoroda Philosophy Institute of the National Academy of
Sciences of Ukraine, teachers of leading Ukrainian universities — Taras Shevchenko
Kyiv National University, V.N. Karazin Kharkiv National University, Petro
Mohyla Black Sea National University, Kyiv National Linguistic University.

The structure of the collection, as in its previous issues, remained clear
and almost unchanged, it contains the traditional sections “History”,
“Economy and Politics”, “International Relations”, “Personalities”, “Religion
and Philosophy”, “Language and Literature”, “Culture”, and a new section
“Public Opganizations”. Just the names of these sections demonstrate the
breadth of the range and the number of directions of scientific research on
Indian subjects carried out in our country. This fact itself confirms that the
Indological direction of Oriental studies in Ukraine exists and continues to
develop despite the great obstacles and problems of our time.

The All-Ukrainian Association of Indologists, which has overcome the
difficult path of its existence for twenty-five years, makes a lot of efforts to preserve
and support the Indological direction of scientific research in Ukraine. This is
clearly evidenced by the articles presented in this edition of the collection, and the
fact that over the years of its activity, Association has initiated, organized and
conducted more than 200 scientific Indological events — international and all-
Ukraimnian scientific conferences, international scientific round tables, seminars,
presentations, exhibitions of scientific literature on Indian topics, which were
published in Ukraine.

In this context, the previous 2024 year was also rich and interesting,
marked by important events in our Indological life. So, on May 16, 2024, the
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V All-Ukrainian Conference of Indologists took place. It was initiated and
organized by the All-Ukrainian Association of Indologists with the support
of the State Institution “Institute of World History of the National Academy
of Sciences of Ukraine” and the Embassy of the Republic of India in
Ukraine. The Ambassador of the Republic of India to Ukraine in 20222024
Harsh Kumar Jain, and the Ambassador for Extraordinary Assignments of
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine, the Ambassador of Ukraine to the
Republic of India in 2005-2010 and 2015-2022 Igor Polikha took an active
part in the conference and made meaningful reports.

At the conference 44 scientific reports were presented, 34 of which
were heard and discussed at the Plenary Session on the topic: “India and
Ukraine in the Context of Modern Global Challenges” and 4 sections of the
conference; the topics of the reports covered a wide range of issues from
ancient to modern India. The high scientific and organizational level of the
conference was noted by the leadership of the SI “Institute of World History
of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine” and the Presidium of the
National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine.

The second most important event of 2024 in the life of UAI was the
official visit of the Prime Minister of the Republic of India Narendra Modi to
Ukraine on August 23, 2024. A delegation of Ukrainian Indologists and
members of the Association had the honor of taking part in the meeting of
the Indian Prime Minister with the Indian and Ukrainian public, which was
organized by the Embassy of the Republic of India in Ukraine. It would not
be an exaggeration to note that a group of the best Ukrainian Indologists
under the leadership of Olga Lukash not only took part in this important
meeting, but also received a great energy and positive impulse for their
further research and scientific developments.

Another significant event in the activity of Ukrainian Indologists in
2024 was the opening of the Association’s office cabinet at the initiative and
assistance of the leadership of the SI “Institute of World History of the
National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine”, namely its director — Doctor of
Science, Professor, Corresponding Member of the National Academy of
Sciences of Ukraine Andriy Kudryachenko. These positive changes
provided an opportunity to organize our work more actively and clearly,

including the editorial board of this scientific collection, as well as to carry
out an important long-awaited task — to open courses on the study of Indian
languages — Hindi and Sanskrit — for the first time in the system of the

National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine.

The study presents an attempt to carry out a comprehensive analysis of the
modernization issues of modern India in the conditions of globalization during the recent
three decades. It is proven that the country chose an effective but complicated hybrid
development model for modernization transformations. The Indian model is significantly
different from the East Asian one, it’s unlike any other, it’s a special type of development
model. It has been proven that researchers are faced with a huge transition economy with
pronounced contrasts. In particular, a high level of education and a large sector of highly
qualified specialists are combined with millions of illiterate people and a significant middle
class, not present in every transition economy, with mass poverty. However, India has a
feature that is almost unigue — a combination of three socio-economic development models
observed in our time. Such a unique combination is obviously not found in any other country.

Keywords: Republic of India, modernization, features of socio-economic
development, factors of successful transformations.
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Historically, Indian modernization did not know uniformity in
anything — neither in the innovations themselves, not in the sources of
income, not in the mechanisms of assimilation. Some innovations were the
result of the independent development of autochthonous cultures, others were
the product of convergence — close to the fusion of different cultures, and
others were the result of hybridization, that is, mutual adoption while
preserving the relative autonomy of donor cultures. Confirmation of this
diversity can be seen today in the socio-economic structure and culture of
any ethno-religious community living on the territory of India.

Modernization of the modern type, that is the process of freeing man
from the burden of patriarchal collectivism, began in India under the
influence of colonial conquest and took the form of a controlled process after
the country gained independence. For modernization transformations,
independent India chose an efficient but complex hybrid model of
development.

The Indian model is significantly different from the East Asian model
in general and the Chinese model in particular, it is not like any other, it is a
special type of development model. During the last 75 years, India has been
in a gradual but active movement from an agrarian, patriarchal and almost
illiterate society to a large extent an urban, industrial and information society.
On the example of modern India, we observe the unity of several types of
sOci0-economic systems.

Moreover, a high level of education and a large sector of highly
qualified specialists are combined with hundreds of millions of illiterates, a
significant middle class — with mass poverty. It is about the fact that in an
incredible way, but quite organically, important features of countries with
different systems are combined in the Indian economic model — capitalist,
socialist and developing, that is, all “three worlds” represented in modern
geoeconomics.

Such diversity and extraordinary approaches to the development of
modernization in India naturally attracted the attention and great interest of
many researchers. It can be stated that it was Indian scientists and specialists
who made the greatest contribution to the study of this problem. The
forefather in the field of modernization research in India is the famous Indian
scholar Yojendra Singh (1932-2020). He was the most famous Indian
sociologist, one of the founders of the Center for the Study of Social Systems
(JNU, New Delhi, India), where he held the position of professor since 1971
and carried out extensive scientific work in the direction of researching the
problems of social development and modernization of India.
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Yojendra Singh left a great scientific legacy in the field of sociology
and modernization of India, his scientific works written in the 1970s—1990s
and at the beginning of the 21* century, remain the “table books” of many
researchers who investigate Indian reforms and modernization in our time.
Their importance is difficult to overestimate, and the provisions set forth in
them have not lost their relevance to this days, although they caused
scientific discussions at the time [1].

Among the modern Indian studies, it is necessary to note the
interesting work from a scientific point of view by J. Tripathi, dedicated
to the analysis of the modernization development of India in the period
from J. Nehru to N. Modi [2], as well as the work of the famous Indian
researcher K. Agarwal, containing an analysis of economic reforms carried
out for Indian modernization in the first decades of the 21st century [3]. The
role of science, technology and education in the modernization of India is
analyzed in the study of T. Manikawasagan — a professor at the
Annamalai University in Chidambaram (Tamil Nadu, India) [4]. The
work of D.S. Mahendra and R. Sengupta is also of indisputable interest on the
impact of the Covid-19 pandemic on economic development and the pace of
modernization of modern India [5].

Among Western researchers, it is worth noting the latest work of
Amrita Narlikar, who represents the scientific developments of the German
Institute for Global and Regional Studies (GIGA, Hamburg, Germany). Her
work is devoted to the analysis of the foreign economic policy of N. Modi
and the influence of projects and programs of the World Trade Organization
(WTO) on economic and modernization processes in India [6].

Interest in the peculiarities of Indian modernization is also shown in the
research centers of the East, in particular, the Japanese Center for Economic
Research (JCER) can be noted, in its edition — “Asian Economic Policy
Review” the work of the famous Indian researcher R. Jha, dedicated to the
modernization program of transformations of N. Modi was published. Later,
in the same edition, articles and comments by Japanese and other foreign
authors (in particular, M. Arifa, an employee of the Global University
Center for Islamic Finance, GUIF) — were printed. The propositions
outlined in R. Jha’s research on ways and methods of modernization in India
were discussed and debated in this edition [7; 8].

In recent years, several studies devoted to Indian modernization
have also appeared in Ukrainian historiography. Basically, research on
this topic was carried out at the State Institution “Institute of World
History of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine”, the Institute of
International Relations at Taras Shevchenko Kyiv National University,
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National Institute of Strategic Studies. Features of the economic
modernization of China and India in the conditions of globalization were
studied in the work of N. Horodnaya [9]. The results of the N. Modi’s
modernization policy in the first years of his premiership was considered
in the study O. Bordilovska [10 ]. Wide range of globalization and modernization
issues in India are presented in the works of O. Lukash in more detail [11].
However, until now, Ukrainian historiography does not have serious
monographic scientific studies on this problem.

Due to the absence of comprehensive, generalizing scientific works on
the issues under consideration in Ukrainian historiography, it seems
appropriate to more systematically analyze the main features and patterns of
modern Indian policy of reforms and modernization in the late 20th — first
quarter of the 2l1st centuries. From a scientific point of view, this
chronological period is defined as interesting and attractive in the sense of
researching the main tasks, directions, methods and forms of economic
reforms and modernization of modern India.

The relevance of this topic is determined by a complex of both huge
achievements and a number of problems, the research and analysis of which
is a unique Indian experience that seems to be extremely useful for the entire
world community and individual countries that face similar challenges of
modern development.

The essence of the modernization policy in India during the specified
period was to move from protectionism and the key role of the state in the
economy, from its planned development (according to the five-year plans) to
a policy of openness to the world market and democratization of the entire
trade complex of economic and financial relations in a fairly short period of
time, moreover, to carry out these transformations on the basis of a broad
social base without breaking the current socio-economic system, gradually
and in stages.

The main directions of the modification policy and economic strategy
in India were aimed at the liberalization and strengthening of the financial
sector and the capital market; improvement and coordination of tax policy in
the states and in the country in general to improve the effectiveness of
approaches to solving budget problems; modification and accelerated
development of a number of infrastructure sectors; deepening structural
reforms and providing additional impetus to industrial development; gradual
reform of agriculture and other branches of the agrarian-industrial complex;
further liberalization of foreign trade.

Reforming the financial sector. During the implementation of the
reforms that began in 1991, there was a significant reduction in the financial
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deficit, the implementation of the reform program contributed to overcoming
the acute crisis of the balance of payments, foreign currency reserves and
foreign capital investments significantly increased.

It 1s only natural that the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) considered a
high level of official foreign exchange reserves mandatory in view of
continued instability in the regional and global dimensions. From the
point of view of the level of balance of India’s national interests and global
priorities, the doubling of the country’s official currency reserves in four
years after the currency and financial crisis i Asia (1997) could be
considered as evidence of the significant effectiveness of the modernization
policy in the field of payment relations with the outside world.

The reforms of the 1990s were aimed at liberalization and reduction of
state intervention in the economy, and contributed to the increase of foreign
investments necessary for sustainable development. Investments coming
from foreign countries ensured the rise of such economic, scientific and
technical centers in India as Bangalore and Hyderabad, and in some cases
whole districts, for example, located not far from Delhi. Special economic
zones were used in India for the sake of broad attraction of direct investments
and further modernization of the economy.

Infrastructure development. One of the central places in the policy of
modernization was occupied by the development of infrastructure. During
the years of reforms, appropriations for energy, construction of highways and
railways were significantly increased. Serious changes were being made to
the Program for Accelerated Energy Development. The center of gravity in
carrying out reforms shifted from production to transmission and distribution
of energy resources.

The Indian government planned a wider involvement of foreign
investments and high technologies in the production of electricity. In the
field of renewable energy sources, the country mainly focused on the
development of hydropower. The implementation of these projects in India
was carried out by the state-owned National Hydropower Corporation. The
development of mini-hydropower is extremely important for India. For this,
the Ministry of Non-Traditional Energy Sources developed a special program
“Small Hydro Power”, the main task of which was to supply electricity in
small volumes.

Significant positive changes were observed in the implementation of
structural reforms and modernization of industry. One of the main points
of the reforms was the destruction of the “kingdom of licenses” — this is how
Indian politicians defined delicensing, which was foreseen by the new
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industrial strategy. Licensing was abolished for most industries, with the
exception of defense, as well as small-scale manufacturing.

Unlike most developing countries, India has at its disposal a fairly
developed machine-building industry and is included in the group of
important machine-building countries of the world. The Indian Machine Tool
Association was established in the state, its main goal is to support the
competitiveness of its members. It takes measures to protect the Indian
market from foreign competition, implement tax and financial benefits, and
stimulate demand for Indian products. In recent decades, India has made
significant progress in the development of the national pharmaceutical
industry, the products of which are successfully exported to many other
countries of the world.

Software production became a breakthrough industry in India. This is
due to the fact that its development enjoys special support from the state,
which creates offshore programming zones, special economic zones
(technology parks), with the right to duty-free import of components for
export production, import of goods at reduced customs duties, exemption
from income tax.

In the field of agricultural reform, it was envisaged, in particular, the
further liberalization of the supply of agricultural products abroad with a
significant expansion of the circle of potential exporters and the gradual
cancellation of the remaining export control measures. RBI provided loans
to small and other farmers under the Special Settlement Scheme, funding for
the Irrigation Program was increased; measures were taken to abolish a
number of outdated rules that made it difficult to conduct trade in the
agricultural sector.

Social aspect. A major problem slowing down the progress of reform
and modernization in India was the poverty of the population. It is familiar to
India, the fight against it is traditionally declared by political parties as a
priority task, its overcoming is constantly included in government plans. In
India, the support of the poor remains, relying on the state distribution
system. This system provides the poorest sections of the population with
basic foodstuffs and some industrial goods at reduced prices.

Against the background of mass poverty, a qualitatively new
phenomenon in the socio-economic development of India — the formation of
the middle class — deserves special attention. The increase in its number and
role was prepared by all previous developments, including the practice of
protectionism, which contributed to the strengthening of national
entrepreneurship. As in all countries, India’s middle class is divided into
different levels. Those employed in the software industry are among the most
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advanced wage earners, and are the top earners of India’s middle class. The
strengthening of the role of the middle class in India, accelerated by reforms,
easing of the licensing regime, including for small and medium-sized
enterprises, is accompanied by the expansion of production and its
diversification. In general, India has a powerful segment of the population,
whose income allows them to lead a lifestyle close to its counterpart in some
Western countries. The quantitative scale of the Indian middle class makes it
possible to talk about qualitative changes both in the structure of
consumption and in the structure of society.

It should be emphasized that in 2007 India’s economy was among the
20 largest economies in the world. Moreover, in many international
documents, India was characterized as a country where the market was
rapidly expanding. It was characterized by high rates of GDP growth. At the
beginning of the 21st century this indicator became one of the highest in the
world: for example, in 2007 it was 8% per year [9]. According to the data of
the Swiss investment bank Credit Suisse, in the same year India entered the
elite club of 12 countries with a trillion US dollar economy [10]. And already
in 2011, by GDP at purchasing power parity, India became the third
economy in the world [12].

India achieved significant success in the conditions of the
modernization policy during the following years. Despite all the obstacles,
the country continued to develop quite successfully. Undoubtedly, great
credit for this belonged to the Prime Minister of India N. Modi, who was first
elected in 2014 and re-clected in 2019 and in 2024. He complemented the
gradual changes in foreign trade by reforming the domestic market. Thus, an
important event on the path of liberalization of the Indian market since the
reforms of M. Singh (Prime Minister of India from 2004 to 2014) can be
considered the removal of internal trade restrictions between Indian states.
This important idea was initiated by N. Modi in 2014 during the election
campaign and practically implemented (entered into legal force) in July
2017.

Another of the most important steps on the path to modernization at the
initiative of N. Modi was reorganizing the system of state management of the
country’s economy, namely, the liquidation of the Planning Commission in
January 2015, which had been developing and coordinating five-year plans
for the country’s development for almost 65 years, and the creation of a new
state structure — the National Institute for Transformation of India (NITI) —a
kind of government think tank. This state institution was created to develop
strategic and technological recommendations on key economic and political
issues, it was headed by N. Modi, and the governing council included chief
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ministers of all states and territories. This reorganization meant the
elimination of the vector of regulatory functions of the government in the
direction of monetary mechanisms of influence on the economy.

The creation of NITI was the realization of the position expressed by
N. Modi in his keynote address on India's Independence Day in August 2014.
Its main idea was the need for changes and new mechanisms of economic
growth. In the decision to launch this new structure, emphasis was placed on
inclusive development that includes all sections of the population. N. Modi,
who 1s well aware of the shortcomings of bureaucratic structures, particularly
emphasized the importance of effective governance. It is significant that the
text of the resolution on the creation of NITI included 7 points on the need to
take into account the interests of the individual, know the needs of the people,
and interact with representatives of society [13].

An important aspect of the N. Modi’s activity is a change in the
relationship of the country’s leadership with the states based on the policy of
“competitive federalism”, according to which the powers of local
governments (states) are expanded, and most importantly, their share in tax
revenues increases. This became a clear recognition of the growing economic
and political potential of local business and the role of Indian states.

Moreover, NITI was called to create such conditions in the format of
“competitive federalism”, where the states will receive new opportunities for
development and more responsibility, but funds for them will be distributed
on the basis of active competition, taking into account achievements and
promising proposals [14]. The expansion of the general trade and economic
space beyond the borders of individual states led in the following years to the
strengthening of economic ties between them, a more than doubling of the
volume of internal trade and the revitalization of joint business activities.

The center of attention N. Modi’s program for the development of the
modern economy (the so-called “modinomics™ or “mobinomics”, “mobile
economy”) is in the direction of the modernization of the country, and the
reforms planned by the government are aimed at increasing its pace. After
the 2014 elections in India, the connection between the psychological mood
of the society and the improvement of the economic condition is clearly
visible. In just a few years, the adopted reforms managed to influence
economic processes, real positive changes were felt.

The most important place in the Modi’s government reform policy,
together with issues of modernization of the internal market, were the
problems of economic infrastructure and industry. Inadequate infrastructure
development is recognized by all parties in the country as one of the most
difficult unsolved problems that negatively affect the economy as a whole.
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Investments in the development of economic infrastructure, primarily energy
and transport, always occupy the leading positions in the state expenditures
provided for by “modinomics”.

According to N. Modi, the development of infrastructure will
contribute to the growth of employment, including within the framework of
the government’s program to build 100 “smart cities”. This is expected to
give India’s booming urbanization a more organized character and help
reduce the influx of migrants into the country’s largest cities.

The Prime Minister also announced the “Action Plan for Indian
Startups”, the main points of which were the exemption of startups from
income tax, as well as the simplification of a number of administrative
procedures, including the cancellation for three years of inspections of
working conditions and environmental protection measures.

N. Modi’s industrial policy included a focus on import substitution with
its positive and negative sides. The role of national business in the
modernization of the economy is recognized and enjoys government support
in various forms. First of all, it is expressed in protection against foreign
competition. Non-tariff restrictions have become the main method of
protecting the internal market (the WTO believes that India ranks first in the
world in terms of their application). A number of reforms were also carried
out within the framework of “modinomics” with the aim of further
liberalizing norms and rules for attracting foreign investments, primarily in
trade, IT and industry.

The government of N. Modi adopted almost thirty programs of
economic and social development, drawn up according to the principle
of “everyone according to his needs”. The main beneficiaries were the youth,
the middle class, the poor and peasants, small urban merchants, shopkeepers,
and service workers.

All these measures are designed to modernize not only the economic,
but also the social structure of Indian society, stimulate the development of
the Indian middle class as the main driving force of the country’s
economic development, and create a basis for abandoning the negative
practice of traditional paternalism.

The modernizing effect of “modinomics” is still completely difficult to
determine, since it is not completely clear which part of its programs will be
implemented. Its ultimate results will be shaped by the hard work that India
still has to do; carrying out these measures will undoubtedly cause
aggravation of many contradictions both inside the country and outside.

After all, the implementation of the program tasks of N. Modi’s
modernization of the country largely depends on the extent to which the new
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middle class evaluates the intermediate results of the reforms and the
prospect of overcoming social risks, which will determine the future success
of the Indian modernization project in general.

On its way “modinomics” meets many obstacles. For example, The
COVID-19 pandemic had a very serious negative impact on reforms and
modernization in India. The epidemic hit hard on all sectors of the Indian
economy, ecology, human factor (caused high mortality among the
population), extremely reduced the pace and level of the country’s economic
growth.

The impact of the pandemic on India’s closest neighbors — Afghanistan,
Bangladesh, Bhutan, Maldives, Nepal, Pakistan, Sri Lanka — members of
SAARC' became extremely difficult. The economic growth rates of these
countries decreased in the middle of 2020 to 0,1%, economic activity and
external demand fell sharply. A severe economic crisis was developing in
Pakistan; Sri Lanka was also experiencing a deep recession associated with
high internal and external debt. Bangladesh maintained growth of 1,6%,
which, according to the World Bank, was unlikely to continue for long due to
the collapse of its exports.

Prime Minister of India N. Modi also showed an innovative approach
in the fight against the pandemic, addressing to the heads of the SAARC
member countries (at the height of the epidemic, March 15, 2020, during a
video conference organized on his initiative) with the proposal to create an
emergency fund for mutual support in the pandemic on a voluntary basis.
India was the first to contribute $10 million to this fund. The idea of joining
forces on the basis of mutual aid has received wide support in SAARC. Such
a quick, and most importantly, positive reaction of all member countries was
observed almost for the first time during the years of existence of this
organization.

The reality of the general danger was realized by all countries, at the
2020 video conference, possible forms and scales of cooperation in the fight
against COVID-19 were discussed and all South Asian countries participated
financially in the fund [15].

The initiative of N. Modi showed that the need to unite the efforts of
territorially close states of the region in confronting the pandemic was
objectively necessary and in demand, it clearly confirmed the need for
joint solutions. For the first time, the regional states managed not only to
agree, but also began to act together. These events have demonstrated that
joining efforts of territorially close states in confronting emergency
situations, cataclysms and global catastrophes is the most effective way to
overcome them.
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Analyzing the obstacles, problems, directions and features of India’s
modernization, it is necessary to dwell on the characteristics of the state and
prospects of the Indian model of innovative development. With the positive
results of the new economic course came negative ones — the sectors of the
economy developed disproportionately, the gap between the rich and poor
strata of the population increased, and environmental conditions worsened.
The sharp contrasts were observed: extreme poverty, malnutrition and poor
nutrition, infectious diseases, and lack of access to basic goods.

In order to overcome these problems, the Decade of Innovation (2010—
2020) was announced in India. The key document in this field was the so-
called “Policy in the field of science, technology and nnovation” (Science,
Technology and Innovation Policy, STIP) [16, p. 2]. From the moment of
gaining independence until 2020 four STIP documents were approved in
India, they presented a modern concept of scientific and innovative
transformation of India.

Its main goals were named: encouraging the use of scientific
achievements in all spheres of society (building a “knowledge society”);
development of world-class research infrastructure; India's entry into the top
5 scientific nations of the world; provision of scientific solutions for rapid,
high-quality and sustainable economic growth. Government plans and budget
programs related to scientific and technological innovations were of primary
importance in this context. Among them, the most important ones should be
singled out: Make in India, which has been in effect since 2014; Startup
India Action Plan and Technology Vision 2035, both approved back in 2016.

The most famous project of N. Modi’s government — Make in India was
launched with the aim of turning India into a global manufacturing and design
hub and attracting significant foreign investment for Indian innovation
projects. The governmentes report testified to the positive results of this
nitiative [17].

Startup India Action Plan became a “roadmap” for the implementation
of an ambitious project of the Indian government aimed at supporting
innovative business ideas. In particular, it is about the spread of startups not
only in the digital sphere, but also in agriculture, industry, the social sector,
health care, education, etc. It can be stated that the project has become quite
successful: India has become the third largest startup economy in the world
after the USA and Great Britain [18].

The Technology Vision 2035 project was developed by the Council for
Technological Information, Forecasting and Development at the Department
of Science and Technology of the Ministry of Science and Technology (this
department is responsible for the development of strategic documents in the
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field of scientific and technical information (STI). The ptoject included 12
“prerogatives” that every Indian should have; as well as 10 “big challenges”
facing the state [19].

This document specifies three areas of technology acquisition —
“technological independence”, “technological innovation” and “technology
implementation”. In the first case, it refers to the areas in which India should
develop technologies independently. The second aspect is the development
of already existing technologies, investment in their distribution and
improvement, and their commercialization. The third way is borrowing or
joint development of technologies. This applies to those technologies that
India has either just started to master or will easily get from abroad.

As can be seen from the above projects, the initiative in the field of
innovative development of India primarily comes from the state, it plays the
role of “first violin”, and the private sector picks up the directions set by the
government. Within the framework of such a paradigm, the government
implements an innovative policy, which is considered as a mechanism for
involving agents of different levels to ensure the general modernization of
the country and the improvement of the life of every citizen, regardless of his
position in society; it defines the specificity of the Indian innovation model.

It should be noted that the Indian economy has gradually moved from
an agrarian-raw to an agrarian-industrial phase (the majority of the
population is still employed in agriculture). It is still characterized as multi-
layered, with a significant number of imbalances related to various forms of
economic management, the ratio of formal and informal sectors, and types of
labor force, which, together with an underdeveloped infrastructure base,
negatively affects all areas, including the innovative development of the
state.

Despite the fact that 2010-2020 was declared the “Decade of
Innovation”, the goal set by the Indian government was not fully achieved.
Spending on R&D? was still insufficient, the connection of the private sector
with the development of science and technology remained low. At the same
time, India has achieved great results in a number of high-tech sectors of the
economy, and there have been significant improvements in most socio-
economic indicators. It has reached generally recognized heights in post-
industrial development, for example, today Indians are recognized leaders in
the export of ICT" services. According to the Global Innovation Index 2020,
calculated according to the methodology of the International Business School
INSEAD (France), which reflects the level of innovativeness of the economic
development of the countries of the world, India in 2020 entered the top 50
for the first time [20].
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A whole series of cultural and socio-economic characteristics of Indian
society determined the specificity of the Indian model of development, in
particular the innovative one. They brought certain difficulties, which can
only be dealt with by a well-calibrated state policy, which provides for the
systematization of all innovative activities of the country, more active
involvement of investments in innovations of various levels, appropriate
personnel support for all levels of the innovation ecosystem, but most
importantly — strengthening the interaction between science and the
government. Without planned work in the relevant areas, India will achieve
certain results, but it will not be able to bring science, technology and
innovation, and therefore the economy, to a qualitatively new level of
modernization.

Conclusions. Analyzing the formation of India’s development model in
historical retrospect, it is necessary to note the following. During the reforms
in the late 20th — first quarter of the 21st centuries, the main boundaries of
the Indian development model did not changed, India remained a country
with a mixed economy. However, it had to be adapted to the new conditions
of the world economy, which required qualitatively different impulses,
including the abandonment of strict state control, the reduction of its position
as an owner, the reconstruction of the planned development of the economy
according to the socialist model.

In spite of all the difficulties, India has achieved a steady economic
upswing during the implementation of reforms and modernization policies.
In recent years, according to this indicator, it has entered the first five
countries of the world that are developing most rapidly. So, it can be
concluded that the Indian government has correctly chosen the strategy of
reforms, as well as progressive, gradual tactics that took into account the
peculiarities and capabilities of the country.

Indian development model, important reforms have demonstrated that
without an active state social policy, economic growth alone cannot ensure
the stable progress of society. Such a policy is no less important element of
transformations than market reforms. Implementation of the reforms in India
showed the presence of the political will of the leadership, the ability to
choose a course of development acceptable under specific conditions, taking
into account the country’s national-state interests. It was the optimal level of
balance between India’s national interests and the global priorities of world
development that contributed to a certain economic progress of the country
and significant successes of the modernization policy in general.

The Indian national-patriotic organizations in the struggle for the self-government.
In article programs are analyzed and activity of the national-patriotic organizations of the
British India which were predecessors of the Indian National Congress which has been
formed in 1885. Among them are especially allocated the Association of the British India,
the Indian Association, the Association of the Bombay Presidency and the Poona
Sarvajanik Sabha as they have laid the foundation for creation of the Congress
organization. Indian national-patriotic organizations of the 50s-80s of the 19th century,
raising patriotic and anti-colonial feelings in the population, advocated the granting of self-
government to India, an elected majority in legislatures and municipal councils, and the
expansion of the participation of Indians in central and local state authorities and
authorities of local self-government, the introduction of a policy of state protectionism to
protect national entrepreneurship and create conditions for the development of Indian
industry, crafis and trade, the implementation of reforms in the country, primarily agrarian,
customs and tax, the introduction of civil rights and freedoms, the prohibition of racial
discrimination, and also for the development of national education, languages and culture.

The history of the spread of Islam in India is analyzed, the differences and
similarities between the religious concepts of Islam and Hinduism, the nature of the
relationship and mutual influence of these religious denominations in the Indian
socio-cultural space are determined. The role of the religious factor in the course of
the national liberation struggle of Indians against British colonialism, the formation
of political parties based on confession, the formulation of the concept of "we" in
Indian nationalism and the establishment of minority status for Muslims is
considered. It is noted that the state policy of the Republic of India is determined by
efforts to recognize and implement the civil rights of Muslims, but tension in inter-
religious relations persists.

The article analyzes the imperatives of the liberal-market transformation of the
Indian economy, which began in the 1990s of the last century. The economic and
political situation in India ahead of reforms is described. It is shown that over the
years of centralization, the principle of government control began to galvanize
effective interaction between the center and the states. Various administrative
barriers and a policy of strict government control pushed for necessary reforms and
suppressed a strong influx of external and internal negative factors. The essence, role
and significance of the most important economic reforms so as social changes in the
1990s for further successful socio-economic and political-institutional development
of India at the current stage are revealed. Today India is one of the fastest growing
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economies in the world, and analyzed reforms have played an important historical
role in this process.

Keywords: social development, fight against poverty, mixed economy,
government sector of the economy, federal territorial-administrative structure.

In the late 1980s and early 1990s, significant changes took place in the
socio-political life of India. The centralized principle of public
administration, which was formed during the ten years of the country’s
independence, began to inhibit effective interaction between the center and
the states. The policy of strict state control and numerous administrative
barriers contributed to the strengthening of the influence of negative factors
of both internal and external origin on the country’s economy and became an
obstacle to the implementation of programs of successful socio-economic
transformation of the country. In 1984—1989, the ruling party Indian National
Congress (INC) laid the thesis of the need to build a competitive and
technologically developed state, which should ensure well-being and a
decent life for all citizens, as the basis of the country’s development strategy.
The economic and political course of that time was aimed at overcoming the
backwardness in all spheres of social life for the confident transition of the
country into the 21st century.

During this period, measures were applied to introduce some elements
of competition among public sector enterprises, which were supposed to
support their initiative and independence. However, these measures did not
lead to the main goal of creating conditions for accelerated economic growth.
The problems related to the crisis of governance have been widely discussed
at the level of the Indian expert community and society. In this regard, the
political fate of the INC party in the upcoming parliamentary elections did
not look very certain. In the period from 1989 to 1991 there were two
“minority governments” in power, each of which, in forming a coalition, bet
on the support of major political forces on the side, such as the Bharatiya
Janata Party (BJP), the Communist Party of India, the Communist Party of
India (Marxist) and the INC.

The lack of ideological unity did not allow “minority governments” to
cope with the deepening economic recession and reduce social tensions in
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society. Therefore, the extraordinary parliamentary elections of 1991 were to
play a major role in the further economic and socio-political development of
India. The murder of Rajiv Gandhi (the son of Indira Gandhi) during the
election campaign was a great shock for the entire Indian people. The
election procedure was postponed to July 1991.

The results of the elections did not bring the INC the necessary number
of votes to form a one-party Council of Ministers. However, with additional
support from regional participants in the political process, the new leader of
the INC P.V. Narasimha Rao (the Prime Minister of India in 1991-1996)
managed to lead a new government that served the entire term and carried
out important economic transformations. During the years of reforms, the
importance and influence of the finance department, which was headed by
Manmohan Singh (the Prime Minister of India in 2004-2014), increased
significantly. In the draft budget for 1991-1992 priority measures were
determined for the spread of market mechanisms in managing the economy.

In line with the new industrial policy, licensing was canceled in almost
all industries, with the exception of strategically important ones. And the
methods of control and regulation, which were used earlier, have practically
outlived themselves and therefore were subject to correction in the conditions
of modern realities.

The economic model of India’s development, which was developed in
the era of J. Nehru, envisaged the existence of two sectors — public and
private, and the task of the first was to stimulate the development of the
second. The existence of both sectors in the form of economic organization
of the country for more than forty years makes it possible to characterize it as
a “mixed economy”.

Back in 1969 Prime Minister Indira Gandhi explained the basic
principles of the mixed economy. According to it, the national economy
should include both the state and private sector, which is represented by
small and medium-sized entrepreneurs [1]. However, key positions should be
occupied by the public sector, which is assigned a special task: supporting
the development of industries that required significant resources and capital
investments, had certain risks and formed the core of industrialization during
the period of laying the foundations of the national economy.
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Along with the development of the capitalist system, the role of the
public sector was also rethought. In the mid-1980s, the government set up a
special committee chaired by renowned economist Arjun Segupta to assess
the effectiveness of policies implemented in relation to public sector
enterprises. Based on the recommendations of the committee, a policy of
signing “memorandums of understanding” was introduced, aimed at
increasing the effectiveness and quality of work of state-owned enterprises.

In the early 1990s, India’s public sector faced a serious challenge of
resource constraints. An important branch of the economy turned out to be
unable to cope with key tasks — to promote growth and progress, to be
responsible for the mobilization of internal resources and capital
accumulation. After the implementation of major measures to improve the
economic situation in India in 1991, the public sector was responsible for six
reserved industries that meant great importance to national security.

The independence of the public sector was manifested in the fact that
its activities gradually became less and less regulated. At the same time, an
important component of the new industrial reform — the cancellation of
licensing in almost all industries (except for strategic ones) took place in
stages. The “Economic Survey 1991-1992” emphasized that the main
attention in the public sector will be given to strategic, high-tech and basic
infrastructure industries. The government also offered mutual funds,
financial institutions, the public and workers to purchase part of the shares of
public sector enterprises [2].

The economic strategy of the Republic of India was built on planning
foundations from the very beginning, therefore, in the course of liberal
reforms, it was necessary to review the role of planning tools. The Planning
Commission was created by a special resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers
chaired by J. Nehru in 1950. Two years later, the National Development
Council of India was established to coordinate the work of the Government
and local authorities. The National Council includes the Prime Minister,
members of the Planning Commission, ministers of the central government
and heads of states and union territories. The duties of the commission
included the assessment of all state resources from the point of view of their
optimal use, control over the implementation of the plan, as well as the
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identification of factors that inhibited the advancement of the country's socio-
economic development programs [3].

After the introduction of the new economic policy in the early 1990s, it
was decided to preserve planning for the implementation of socio-economic
development programs at all levels of government. With the help of this
mechanism, the state had to mitigate the contrasts that arose in the conditions
of the growing role of the private sector and market relations. So, in the first
after the “M. Singh’s reforms” five-year plan, it was emphasized that the
market mechanism should serve to increase the efficiency of the economy,
and the planning mechanism will be used to determine the direction of
activity [4]. The functioning of the Planning Commission was not without its
shortcomings, including the weak involvement of local governments in the
planning process and insufficient amounts of funding.

The BJP, which won the general elections in 2014 and formed the
government under the chairmanship of Narendra Modi, found the Planning
Commission ineffective as it did not meet modern challenges and did not
ensure reliable interaction between the center and the states. Therefore, in
2015 instead of the Planning Commission, the National Institute for
Transforming India (NITI Aayog) was created, and was tasked with
promoting the principles of “cooperative federalism”. The main approach
that NITI Aayog currently uses in its own activities is to try to take into
account the specifics of each individual state, as well as to ensure the
development of cooperation between central ministries and local leaders. The
prospects for the activity of this institution depend on how successful the
implementation of the country’s socio-economic development programs by
the BJP government will be.

Dwelling in more detail on the results of socio-economic development
of India during the period of reforms, it is necessary to highlight the
following. Back in the 1960s, the government of P.V. Narasimha Rao stated
the need to adhere to the principle of “growth aimed at social development”.
This principle retained its relevance during the reforms. The government
introduced a course to build a welfare state and ensure harmony in society, so
liberal transformations took place gradually. According to the introduced
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course, economic growth should contribute to improving the quality of life of
the poorest sections of the population.

In the field of combating poverty, it was proposed to focus efforts on
the development of those sectors of the economy that were supposed to
provide the greatest potential for employment. According to official data, the
number of people living below the poverty level decreased from 54,9% in
1973-1974. to 36% in 1992-1994. However, in absolute terms, the
difference was not so convincing: in 1973—-1974 the number of people living
below the poverty line was about 321 million and it’s consist 320 million in
1993-1994 [5].

The economic reforms of that time had a positive result, which was
manifested in the fact that the life of the middle class improved many times,
the GDP of the country also increased significantly. But the poor population
became even poorer. Socio-economic development was not proportional and
did not cover all layers of society, which testified to the relative success of
the modernization of the Indian economy. During these years, the middle
class significantly strengthened its position in the socio-political life of the
country, acting as the main engine of liberal reforms and the development of
the internal market. It also played the role of the foundation on which all the
institutions of any democratic state are based.

After gaining independence, as a result of long and rather heated
discussions, the Republic of India chose a federal form of territorial-
administrative system, which was determined by the imperatives of political
and socio-economic integration of the country. The roots of specific “center-
state” relations were laid back in the period of British colonial rule, later the
Republic of India was formed from the very beginning as a federation with a
strong political center. The choice of this form of government was explained
by the need to resist the growing centrifugal tendencies, therefore, during this
period, the unitary approach prevailed in the Indian government system. The
crisis that began in 1991 contributed to the strengthening of the role of the
states in public administration and planning.

Today India has 28 states, 7 union territories and 1 national capital
territory [6], which differ in area and population, as well as in cultural,
linguistic and ethnic composition. Local (regional) factors, which become a
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priority during the election period, have a special influence on political
processes. It can be stated that in the years after the beginning of the reforms,
political autonomy at the state level has significantly strengthened, which
was reflected in the quantitative and qualitative growth of regional parties. At
the same time, the strengthening of the influence of parties in the regions in
the mid-1990s occurred simultaneously with the process of forming broad
coalitions in the center. Subsequently, national parties were forced to seek
support from regional parties in elections at all levels.

At the beginning of the 1990s, a certain experience of forming coalition
governments was already accumulated at the state level, which was later
transferred to the federal level. Elections in the states were held with the
participation of a larger number of the population, which testified to the
growth of self-awareness in this period, and the elections to local authorities
took on the same importance as the national ones.

It should be noted that the federal structure of India is sufficiently
flexible, which allows to constantly improve the mechanisms of
implementation of the basic principles of the state system and implement
compromise solutions. Since the mid-1980s, one can trace a trend towards a
gradual strengthening of cooperation between the federal and local authorities.
Economic reforms initiated by the government of P.V. Narasimha Rao,
contributed to these processes and led to further decentralization of power. It
is a well-known fact that the local level of government in the Republic of
India is represented by the panchayati raj system in villages and
municipalities in cities. They were called to help the active involvement of
the lower strata of society in the political life, to maintain a balance of
interests of various social groups, and also to strengthen interlevel interaction
of authorities in the process of implementing programs of national
significance.

Reforming the Indian economy was not aimed at achieving quick
results, but was conditioned by the need for dynamic development of the
country. In general, the Indian economy coped relatively well with the
consequences of the two global financial crises of 1998 and 2008, thanks to
the application of the import substitution strategy, which contributed to the
development of the domestic market.
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In 2010-2011 India’s GDP grew by about 9%, the service sector was
dynamically developing, the share of which in the structure of GDP
increased by about 15% during this period. However, at the beginning of the
formation of the tasks of the new five-year plan for 2012-2017 in India the
restrictions remained on the further development of some strategic sectors of
the economy, in particular agriculture and industry. Today, more than half of
India's population works in agriculture or is related to the agricultural sector,
so it is in rural areas that the majority of people living below the poverty line
are concentrated.

The general parliamentary elections in May 2014 gave a new impetus
to the development of internal political processes in the country. The BJP’s
declared course on urgency and need for changes in the economy and social
sphere, as well as the personal qualities of the leader of this party, Narendra
Modi, received wide support among the population. The new government
proposed new measures to revive economic activity and attract investments
into the economy, such as: reducing the fiscal deficit and the inflation rate,
rationalizing the subsidy policy, etc. In the political sphere, the idea of the
urgency and adherence to principles of close cooperation between all
branches of government was put forward. The slogan of the new course of
reforms became the words “together with everyone, development for
everyone”, which meant that the intended transformations can be
implemented only with the active participation of the states.

In the complex and structurally diverse Indian society, the reforms
of the 1990s produced mixed results. On the one hand, it was possible to
improve the economic situation in the country, but on the other hand, the
benefits of economic growth were not available to all sections of the
Indian population.

In general, the positive results of the implementation of the reforms
were manifested in the following: there was a weakening of control over the
economy by the state; coordination between various sectors of the economy
and society has strengthened; a consistent transition from a centralized
system of government to federalism was made.

Today, India is one of the fastest growing economies in the world.
However, the imperatives of globalization and internal trends of socio-

economic development put the need for new reforms on the agenda. They
should contribute to the modernization of the Indian economy, the
achievement of social progress and the improvement of the political system
of India.

The article analyzes the development of the Indian economy in the context of
globalization. The consequences of the country's colonial past are highlighted, two
periods of India's economic development during independence are considered, each
with its own internal and external economic models. In particular, the new course of
the Indian economy is characterized, the main macroeconomic indicators of the last
decade are analyzed, the impact of globalization on the country's socio-economic
development is studied, and India's place in the world economy is analyzed. It is
shown that globalization has contributed to India's integration into the world
economy, stimulated economic growth and improved the well-being of citizens, and
on the other hand, it has exacerbated socio-economic contradictions, increased
social polarization and stratification of the population, deepened economic
inequality. It is proven that the main socio-economic problems of the country's
development are unemployment, inequality, rapid population growth, the threat of an
ecological and demographic crisis.

The article examines the problem of providing Pakistan with water resources, which
has become the cause of the aggravation of relations between Islamabad and Delhi. It is
found that the problem of water shortage in Pakistan is caused by the arid climate, which
leads to regular droughts. It is proven that Pakistan's dependence on water supplies from
India has become the cause of the aggravation of interstate relations. It is confirmed that
the signing of the Indus Waters Treaty in 1960, mediated by the World Bank, between the
parties is paradoxical: on the one hand, it is an example of successful cooperation between
rival states,; on the other hand, it often becomes the subject of complaints from politicians of
both countries. It is clarified that the uncoordinated construction of water infrastructure by
both sides has led to the aggravation of interstate relations. As a result, in 2019, the Indian
government decided to terminate the water treaty with Pakistan. In turn, from February
2019 between the parties there were military clashes in the state of Jammu and Kashmir. It
is concluded that security in the region depends directly on the desire and ability of both
states to resolve conflict issues through compromises, diplomacy and peace negotiations.

The study examines the foreign policy of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, taking
into account the importance and influence of relations with the Republic of India. It was
found that the “Indian” factor in Pakistan’s foreign policy is manifested in the
following: 1) the domestic political use of the image of India as an “enemy” to
consolidate society by both the civilian and military pro-government elite (the desire to
create a Pakistani identity and form a regional identity of the state); 2) the Pakistani-
Indian military-nuclear confrontation on the subcontinent; 3) the unresolved territorial
issue between the states — the Kashmir conflict; 4) Islamabad’s involvement of the
Chinese side as an external entity and world power in order to “deter” India. The
author concludes that bilateral relations with the Republic of India are becoming for
Pakistan one of the positioning tools at both the regional and global levels of the
international system, constantly giving impetus to the security situation in South Asia. In
turn, balanced diplomatic and political actions by both Islamabad and New Delhi can
contribute to the stabilization of bilateral cooperation.

India, which after achieving independence chose a unique, complex model of
development and modernization, has achieved great success in economic, scientific
and technical, innovative and socio-economic progress over the past decades, despite
all the difficulties and obstacles that stood in its way. Important reforms were carried
out in these areas of development, most of which ended with positive results,
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including in the last ten years — from 2014 to 2024. Undoubtedly, great credit for this
goes to Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi — an influential politician and bold
reformer, who was successfully elected to the high and responsible post of Prime
Minister three times in 2014, 2019, 2024. The presented article gives a brief
description of his personality as a political leader and a comprehensive brief analysis
of the economic and socio-political transformations that were carried out under his
leadership in the last ten years. The research outlines the successes, problems and
prospects for the further development of the Republic of India. Considerable
attention is paid to Narendra Modi's visit to Ukraine (August 2024) and the
characteristics of the main directions of further Ukrainian-Indian cooperation.

Keywords: Narendra Modi, Prime Minister, reforms, modernization,
"Modinomics", social transformations, middle class, swadeshi, Ukraine and India.

In recent years, Narendra Modi as a personality, politician and reformer
has attracted a lot of attention from the Indian public, foreign media, many
researchers and scientists, including in Ukraine. A lot is written about him in
various popular and scientific publications, his activities are praised or criticized,
he 1s awarded national awards of various countries, his thoughts and statements
are listened to in many leading countries of the world. In this context, the
following testimonies and events seem interesting.

Thus, Wikipedia data informs that in March 2012 and June 2014, Narendra
Modi appeared on the cover of the Asian edition of 7ime Magazine, becoming
one of the few Indian politicians who achieved this. And in 2014, the CNN-
News18 network awarded Narendra Modi with the title of “Indian of the Year”.
In 2014, 2015, 2017, 2020 and 2021 he was named one of the 100 most
influential people in the world by 7ime Magazine and in 2021 this influential
magazine named N. Modi as the third “key leader” of independent India after
Jawaharlal Nehru and Indira Gandhi, who “dominated the country’s politics like
no other”. In 2015, N. Modi was ranked fifth in Fortune magazine’s annual list
of the World’s Greatest Leaders. In 2016, a wax statue of Narendra Modi was
presented at Madame Tussauds museum in London. In 2018, N. Modi won the
UN’s top environmental award for his policy leadership, “groundbreaking work
in promoting” the International Solar Alliance and “new areas of cooperation in
environmental action”. And on December 21, 2020, US President Donald Trump
awarded N. Modi with the Order of Legion for improving relations between
India and the US'.
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The fact that such a person arouses great interest is indisputable, and
the study of his political and reforming activities is a relevant and important
issue for Ukrainian scientists and Indologists. And so, Narendra Modi was
born on September 17, 1950 in the city of Vadnagar, Meksana district of the
Indian state of Gujarat (the former name of this state is Bombay) in an
ordinary Hindu family of grocers. As usual in India, his family was large and
he became the third of six children.

At the age of eight, N. Modi learns about the activities of RSS” and starts
attending training sessions there. There he meets Vakil Saheb, who becomes his
political mentor. While Modi was in the RSS, he also met Vasanth
Gadjendragadkar and Natal Jagda, leaders of the Bharatiya Jana Sangh who
were the founders of the Gujarat unit of the BJP? in 1980 [1]. At the age of 18,
N. Modi marries, but the marriage is not destined to last long — soon Narendra
Modi leaves his wife Jashodaben Chimanlal so as his parents’ home and
spends two years traveling around Northern India, visiting a number of
religious centers [2].

In 1971, N. Modi returns to the state of Gujarat and becomes a full-time
employee of the RSS [3]. After working for 4 years, Modi was forced to go into
hiding due to the declaration of a state emergency by the Prime Minister Indira
Gandhi [4]. After some time, the RSS appointed him to the BJP and from 1985
to 2001, he rapidly made a party career and rose to the rank of general secretary
of this party [5].

Due to the deterioration of Keshubhai Patel’s health and public image
(especially after the Bhuja earthquake), N. Modi was appointed in 2001 as the
Chief Minister of Gujarat. He 1s soon elected to the legislative assembly, but the
state administration headed by him is suspected of involvement in the 2002
Gujarat riots [6]. The Supreme Court of India appointed a special investigation
team, but it failed to find any evidence to initiate a criminal case against N. Modi.
Thus, after legally avoiding judicial challenges, he led the BJP in the 2014
general elections, which won the party a majority in the lower house of the
Indian Parliament and Narendra Modi became Prime Minister for the first time.

It 1s worth noting that before assuming the post of Prime Minister,
N. Modi already understood the urgent need to implement swadeshi* and actively
popularized these ideas during his first election campaign. Thanks to swadeshi,
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the future Prime Minister of India planned to renew the domestic economy, as
well as by increasing the volume of national production and attracting as many
people as possible to work. Swadeshi meant not only industry, but also the
development of basic sciences, technology, culture and politics — domestic and
international. These are the main goals that Narendra Modi emphasized upon
entering his first term as Prime Minister [7].

Actually, the very idea of swadeshi does not belong directly to Narendra
Modi — it was introduced to him by the “father of the nation” Mahatma Gandhi
during the struggle for independence. In general, between M. Gandhi and
N. Modi draws many parallels: for example, both were born in the state of
Gujarat, both devoted their entire lives to the ideas of serving to the motherland.
To a large extent because of this, M. Gandhi turned into a political icon in his
time, and N. Modi became such icon in our time.

N. Modi’s activities as governor are indeed recognized by many
researchers as grandiose: 12.5% of annual economic development in 20022007
in the state of Gujarat was a great success. This situation as well as a determined
fight against corruption led to his undisputed victory in the 2014 parliamentary
elections. Narendra Modi’s political ambitions were to make the nnovative
achievements of his state international and spread them throughout the country.

One of the first steps on Modi’s path to the dreamed-of new India is the
adoption of the strategic document “BJP Vision — 2025: Transforming India™.
With his sincere and determined views, N. Modi is becoming more and more
popular — he is also noticeable for his innovative ideas, for example: the
immediate attempt to cleanse federal government structures of corrupt officials,
as well as such measures as wearing national Indian costumes, social media
activity, and yoga practice (from 2015 due to the fate of its initiatives and
decisions of the UN, Yoga Day has become officially celebrated throughout the
world). During his first tenure, N. Modi gained the greatest recognition of his
efforts in the sphere of economic development and technological progress. At
that time, his government not only introduced, but also carried out several
important steps: in January 2015 the Planning Commission was liquidated,
which for 65 years created plans for the development of the region; The National
Institute for Transformation of India (NITI) is being established to develop
strategic and technological recommendations from key economic and policy
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inputs. Headed by N. Modi, NITT attracted foreign investments into the Indian
market, and the comprehensive “Make in India” program provided effective
mechanisms and defined the legal framework for the activation of foreign high-
tech companies in India.

Moreover, NITI was created under the conditions of the format of
“competitive federalism”, according to which the powers of local governments
(states) are expanded, and their share in tax revenues increases from 32% to
42%. The expansion of the common trade and economic space beyond the
borders of individual states led in subsequent years to the strengthening of
economic ties between them and to a twofold increase in internal trade turnover.

The center of attention in the direction of modernization of the country
N.Modi defines the development of the modern economy, or mobile economy,
which soon receives the name in honor of the innovator himself —
“modinomics”. Due to its growth and successful implementation, the public
mood of the population is significantly improving. In just a few years, the
adopted reforms have managed to influence economic processes and revitalize
the domestic market.

As part of “modinomics”, a number of reforms aimed at liberalizing norms
for attracting foreign investments in trade, IT and industry were also carried out.
Even despite the slowdown of the global economy due to COVID-19, the inflow
of foreign investments to South Asia in 2019 increased by 10% and reached $ 57
billion, including to India— $ 51 billion [8].

In general, the current government of N. Modi adopted 26 large-scale
programs of economic and social development, drawn up according to the
principle of “everyone according to their needs”, and continues their
implementation until now. The main beneficiaries are the youth, the middle class
and the poor, peasants, small traders, shopkeepers and service workers — they are
promised regular payments, and an import substitution program has been sent to
Indian manufacturers. Industrial and financial corporations will be given orders
for the armed forces, and later — for the creation of defense industry enterprises.

However, with the positive results of the new economic course came
negative ones — economic sectors developed disproportionately, the gap between
the rich and poor segments of the population widened, and environmental
conditions deteriorated. Sharp contrasts were observed: extreme poverty,
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malnutrition and poor nutrition, infectious diseases, and lack of access to basic
goods. However, these problems were combined with the existence of a large
number of billionaires in India (4th place in the world according to the
Businesslnsider rating), with world-class successes in the pharmaceutical sector
(1st place in the world in the production of generics) and incredible achievements
in information technologies. Such a “mosaic” and huge contrasts had a
significant 1mpact on the specifics of the state’s science, technology and
innovation policy [8].

In order to overcome these problems, the Decade of Innovation (2010-
2020) was announced in India. To date, the key document in this field is the so-
called “Policy in the field of science, technology and innovation” — Science,
Technology, and Innovation Policy (STIP). To date, several STIP documents
have been approved in India, the latest of which is a modern concept for India's
science and innovation transformation.

Based on the results of the 2019 and 2024 national elections, it can be
stated that the policy of N. Modi is recognized as effective and supported by the
majority of the Indian population, including the middle class, which is gaining
more and more political weight and influence every year. The election results for
the third time in a row in favor of Narendra Modi demonstrate a fairly high credit
of confidence in the course of reforms. The middle class did not immediately, but
still recognized the need for financial reform in 2016 and since then became
more interested in the full implementation of the government’s steps to liberalize
the real estate market, access to energy networks, changes in labor laws, etc.

At the same time, “modinomics” encountered many obstacles on its way.
The COVID-19 pandemic, in particular, had a serious negative impact on the
modernization of India. The epidemic hit hard on all sectors of the Indian
economy and ecology, caused high mortality of the population. However, the
Prime Minister of India showed an mnovative approach in the fight against the
pandemic — in the midst of the epidemic, he turned to the leaders of the member
countries of SAARC (economic and political organization of eight countries of
South Asia) with a proposal to create a fund for mutual support in the conditions
of the pandemic. The idea of joining forces on the basis of mutual assistance
received wide support in SAARC and contributed to the elimination of the
pandemic in the region [8].
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The initiative of N. Modi showed that the need to unite the efforts of
territorially close states of the region in confronting the pandemic was
objectively necessary, it clearly confirmed the need for joint solutions.For
the first time, 8 regional states managed not only to agree, but also began
to act together.

During the period of N. Modi’s stay in power, the Indian economy has
objectively strengthened: the rapid decline in oil prices has worked in India’s
favor, inflation has eased. India is actively working on the further development
of individual sectors, in particular, N. Modi has further liberalized the insurance
sector and is doing everything to support national business.

Maintaining such high standards and achieved indicators in the
economy requires the expansion of foreign economic connections not only at
the expense of preserving traditional partners, but also through the search for
new opportunities. This explains the extraordinary activity of N. Modi on the
international stage. Only in the first three years as the Prime Minister of
India, he made 50 foreign visits, which became an absolute record in Indian
geopolitical practice [7].

Such connections are determined by the needs of the Indian economy,
because each of the partners is very important for the development and
strengthening of the country. International diplomacy roots India on the
world map, makes the decision of many global world processes impossible
without its participation.

A vivid example of this is India's attempts to act as a so-called mediator, a
peacemaker in the Russian-Ukrainian confrontation, as evidenced by the visit of
the Indian Prime Minister to Kyiv on August 23, 2024. This visit was a historic
event for the first time in 10 years of N. Modi’s premiership. The visit is
evidence of India’s efforts to demonstrate to the world its peace-making and
neutral position, especially after a series of accusations of leaning towards
Russia. Thus, Indo-Pacific analyst D. Grossman believes that N. Modi’s visit to
Ukraine was, first of all, designed to show the unwaveringness of New Delhi’s
non-aligned strategic orientation [9].

During his visit to Kyiv, Narendra Modi met with Volodymyr Zelenskyi.
Together, they honored the memory of the children who died as a result of the
armed aggression of the Russian Federation, and went to the President’s Office
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to discuss the issues of India’s support for the state sovereignty and territorial
integrity of Ukraine, as well as the development of strategic partnership. The
dialogue turned out to be productive and was marked by the signing of four
important documents covering the fields of medicine, agriculture, humanitarian
aid and culture [10], namely: Memorandum of Understanding between the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine and the Government of the Republic of India
regarding Indian grant aid to support community development [11]; Agreement
on cooperation in the field of agriculture and food industry [12]; Program of
cultural cooperation for 2024-2028 [13]; Memorandum of Understanding
between the State Service of Ukraine for Medicines and Drug Control and the
Central Inspectorate for Control of Medicines Standards of the Ministry of
Health of India [14].

Each of these documents to one degree or another should strengthen
Ukraine and contribute to the development of cooperation between the two
states. For example, the purpose of the agreement on cooperation in the fields of
agriculture and food industry is to expand mutually beneficial cooperation, create
favorable conditions for market relations and strengthen the food security of
countries. The memorandum on Indian grant aid provides for the expansion of
economic and technical cooperation, and also creates conditions for the provision
of assistance to Ukraine, in particular for reconstruction and rehabilitation. The
signing of the document on cultural cooperation will facilitate the establishment
of ties between artistic collectives and cultural institutions, as well as the holding
of joint cultural and artistic events. And finally, the memorandum in the field of
medicine 1s aimed at promoting the development of interests in the
pharmacological field, preventing the circulation of low-quality falsified
medicines, guaranteeing the safety and quality of medicines supplied to the
markets of both countries [15].

If we consider Narendra Modi’s visit to Kyiv not in terms of future
bilateral cooperation and strengthening of ties between Ukraine and India, but
more broadly through the prism of the Russian—Ukrainian war, then it is not
difficult to single out the more global significance of this visit. Recently, Indian
diplomacy has been demonstrating a somewhat new approach: gradual steps in
modifying traditional neutrality and non-alignment. India is making full efforts to
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achieve a just peace between Ukraine and the Russian Federation, thereby
gaining international authority and leadership positions.

This is also evidenced by the international activity in 2024 of the Indian
Prime Minister: in June 2024 N. Modi met with G7 leaders in Italy, in July of
the same year he visited Moscow, in August 2024 — an extremely important visit
to Kyiv, as well as meetings in the United States, telephone conversations with
V. Putin and J. Biden. Because of this, many analysts are thinking about India’s
ability to be a mediator in Ukrainian-Russian relations, and Prime Minister
N. Modi is positioning himself as a peacemaker and mediator, taking advantage
of India’s close relations with the West, Ukraine and the Russian Federation [16].

Summarizing all of the above, we can conclude that Narendra Modi is not a
classic, stereotypical politician and reformer with populist appeals. First of all, he
positions himself as an Indian and a patriot of his country — the Republic of India.
However, N. Modi is not limited to positioning alone: during his years as governor
of a leading Indian state, and later three times as Prime Minister of India, he has
demonstrated that he is doing everything to ensure that his country successfully
develops, becomes stronger from within, and gains high international authority
and influence in resolving complex global geopolitical issues.

The article is aimed at analyzing the religious self-identification of Indians as a
phenomenon different from the European classification. The author raises the topic
of the diversity of Indian theology and offers religious and philosophical approaches
to the search and interpretation of trends in Hinduism, as well as to the identification
of ontological prerequisites for understanding the relationship between man and
God. In Vedanta theology, according to research, there is no opposition between
essence and existence: either man and the world are ontologically independent
entities, and then they exist by themselves, although they are governed by God
(dvaita), or they are not a separate entity, but only a quality of God (vishishta-
advaita), or coincide in essence with Atman (advaita).The picture of the world is
united by the principle of general interconnection of phenomena. This principle
varies in different cultures: in archaic societies — magical conditioning, in Chinese
culture — dao, in European culture — causality or causal conditioning. Vedanta also
talks about causality, although in a different sense, different from the modern
European understanding.

The subject of research of the article is the Buddhist Kalachakra - the doctrine of the
unity of the macrocosm and the microcosm, the universe and man, the external world and the
internal, thanks to which a person, changing himself, can change the world around him.
Classical Buddhist sciences such as traditional astrology and medicine are also based on
Kalachakra Tantra, because it reveals knowledge about the cyclical flow of time, about the
rotation of space around the observer, as well as about the calendar rhythm of human life.
Against this background, the author questions, in particular, the variability of theories of the
origins of the world, draws analogies with Brahmanical statements, according to which time
is characterized as the primordial force of creation, which generates space and has a dual
nature (phenomenal time and transcendental time), in which the phenomenal time is further
divided into "past-present-future" (thereby forming four modes - padas of time) and creates
long periods of cyclic existence of the phenomenal world (yugas). A critical analysis of the
translations of the Kalachakra in the languages of the world given by the author of the article
allows us to understand the gradual liberation of researchers from stereotypes in the
perception of Buddhist tantra, in particular the tantra of time, recognizing its systematicity,
rationality to a certain level, universal symbolism, metaphysical depth and ethical height.

The tradition of celebrating the so-called Old New Year seems to be only a
problem of adapting the East Slavic mentality to the generally accepted European
norms and standards. However, it should be noted that at the same time, India has
always celebrated a very big and significant festival called Makara Sankranti. This
name is associated with astrological terms that reflect the Sun's transition to the
constellation of Capricorn. It should be noted that all traditional Hindu holidays are
determined by the lunar calendar, i.e., do not have a fixed annual date. According to
Indian astrological calculations, only one Hindu holiday, Makara Sankranti, takes
place every year on January 14 (15).

The author's works can become a source of a
wide variety of information about various aspects of public life, customs, everyday life and
beliefs of contemporary society, and further exploration in this direction can be found on the
pages of a manual on ethnopsychology. This is important given the fact that the traditional
way of the Indian community life is changing extremely slowly, despite the widely known
achievements in the most modern fields of science and technology.

The article is devoted to the activities of the Federation of Indian Dance in
Ukraine. It also considered the organization and holding of the All-Ukrainian
Festival of Indian dance "Rhythms of Joy” with the aim of supporting and developing
the art of Indian dance in Ukraine by uniting all masters, performers, professionals
and fans of Indian dance, as well as promoting research and development on issues
of aesthetic development and humanization of society, improving, study and practice
of the dance art and culture of India, increasing the professional level of performing
Indian dance, development, study Indian culture as an integral component of modern
world culture and the preservation of ancient cultural values of Indian dance art in
Ukraine. All activities of the Federation of Indian Dance in Ukraine are aimed at the
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development of Ukrainian-Indian cooperation and friendly relations between
Ukraine and India; to establish peace and mutual understanding between our peoples
and countries.

Dance, as it is, 1s considered to be a reflection of the soul, one’s inner
state in its highest form in India. Due to the special approach to art and
seeing it as an embodiment of divine beauty within a person in Hinduism, it
is simultaneously equated to the path of higher self-perception and the
surrounding world: a kind of asceticism that leads to the Absolute in more
précised terms. Therefore, it 1s not surprising that dance, as a form of art, has
been an integral part of religious rites and rituals for Hindus, since the
ancient times. It is also widely believed that the classical Indian dance is a
unique form of yoga, in which one’s spiritual energy and physical endurance
are harmoniously combined. The proof of the fact that dance was an integral
part of the daily life in ancient Indians can be traced back within the ancient
texts and writings, legends, mythology and in the images of dancers in
elegant poses on the bas-reliefs of the sacred temples.

For many years, Ukrainian people have been showing a profound
interest in India and its culture, as it is. Back in 1990s, the very first Indian
dance groups began to appear all over Ukraine. Today there are more than 30
functioning ones. In August 2002, Ms. Olena Ryzhei initiated the creation
and establishment of the Federation of Indian Dance in Ukraine. The latter
public organization was re-registered in 2018.

The organization, as such, has always been a place of association for
dancers, professionals and performers of Indian dance in Ukraine,
exclusively. The Federation is represented in a face of the best specialists in
various areas of Indian dance. Most prominent representatives are Mykhailo
Kryvchuk (the first ICCR scholarship holder, the first performer of Indian
dance in Ukraine), Elina Abakarova-Nischal (ICCR alumni), Tetyana
Sharma (ICCR alumni), Olena Shatokhina (exponent of Kuchipudi), Serhii
Zhuravlyov (ICCR alumni), Olga Yashina (head of the Hamesha group), as
well as representatives of Indian culture, who live and work in Ukraine. They
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are Mridula Ghosh, Bijayalakshmi Nayak, and many others. The Head of the
Federation board is Olena Ryzhei, who is also an ICCR Fellow/ Alumni,
graduated from the Ganesha Natyalaya Institute under Padmabhushan Guru
Saroja Vaidyanathan with Bharatanatyam style [1; 2].

Federation’s mission is to support, promote and develop the art of
Indian dance in Ukraine by uniting all dancers, performers, professionals and
followers of Indian dance, thus initiating and facilitating the research and
development of the aesthetics within the society, along with the initial
improvement of both learning and actual practicing of culture & art of the
Indian dance, in general. Federation’s vision consists of the following tasks:
raising the professional level of Indian dance and its performance, facilitating
and improving the process of the Indian culture learning patterns, as an
integral part of modern world culture, while also preserving ancient cultural
values. The Federation of Indian Dance in Ukraine usually initiates and
organizes All-Ukrainian Festival of Indian Dance “Rhythms of Joy”,
anchored with the participation of professional and amateur groups, guests
from India and other countries.

First ever “Rhythms of Joy” Festival was held in 1994, in the city of
Poltava and had been initiated by Mrs. Svitlana Hrytsai, the President of the
Ukrainian-Indian friendship center “Shanti” in Poltava. As of today,
“Rhythms of Joy” Festival is the only non-commercial Indian dance festival
held in Ukraine, the organizers and jury members of which work on a
volunteer basis. The latter festival is the primary statutory work of the
Federation of Indian Dance in Ukraine. The geography of the Festival
corresponds to the location and operations of the Indian dance groups in
Ukraine, like in Kyiv, Odesa, Dnipro, Kharkiv in particular. As a rule, there
are more than 300 participants of various age groups, starting from 3 years
old, are to take part/ perform during the festival.

The Federation has developed the professional Regulation on the
“Rhythms of Joy” Festival and the ways of its conduct, which is updated
every year, taking into account the needs of the time. The age group category
covers both classical dances, like Bharatanatyam, Kuchipudi, Kathak, Odissi,
along with the folk dances of various Indian states and their altered
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stylizations. Moreover, there is a special nomination for a creative dance,
fusion and the Bollywood dance style performances.

One of the permanent and active participants of the “Rhythms of Joy”
Festival i1s the first Kyiv school of Indian dance, which was founded in
February 1992 and named after the beautiful goddess of knowledge and arts
— “Saraswati”'. “Saraswati School” is 32 years old. The founder and
choreographer of the school is Ms Olena Ryzhei.

“Saraswati School” is one of the most professional and popular school
of Indian dance in Ukraine as an educational institution. The school develops
and popularizes the ancient Indian dance heritage and, represents different forms
of Indian dance: classical Bharatanatyam®, folk dances’ and Bollywood * in
Ukraine, attracting Ukrainians of any age. Some graduates of the school
opened their own dance groups in different cities of Ukraine.

The “Rhythms of Joy” Festival is supported by the Embassy of the
Republic of India in Ukraine and the Indian Council for Cultural Relations
(ICCR). Traditionally, famous gurus and performers of Indian classical
dances are invited to take part in the "Rhythms of Joy" Festival. Latter guests
usually head the jury, conduct master classes and participate in the Festival's
gala concert. Additionally, local Indian diaspora and other public
organizations do provide partner assistance for the festivals, their
organization and conduct, in general. Let us emphasize that the time of the
Festival often coincides with the great Indian holiday Diwali, therefore,
around the Festival, everyone involved in the development of relations in the
field of cultural ties between Ukraine and India gathers.

NOTES:

! Saraswati is the wife of the God Brahma, who is considered as the Goddess of knowlege,
education, arts, music, poetry, purification and culture.

? Bharatanatyam is one of the most popular classical dance styles of India, with sculptural evidence
dating back nearly 3000 years. It’s a highly spiritual and dedicatory dance form, the roots of which
go back to the Hindu temples of Tamil Nadu, in South India.

3 Folk dances of different states of India like Rajasthan, Punjab, Maharashtra, Orissa... with their
unique flavor. They speak of local tales, cultures, beliefs and rituals, oral traditions, and the stories
of their time travels till today’s day and age.

The article examines a series of works by the famous Ukrainian artist, enamel
master — Oleksiy Koval. These works became a landmark, turning point in the artist’s
creative life, when the artist moved away from his usual painting and began to
engage in the hot enamel technique. And this was facilitated by a trip to India, and
the impressions of what he saw pushed him to a deep study of a new artistic
language. Under the influence of Indian culture, its traditions, history, bright colors
and artistic sophistication, this series arose. The article also discusses the main
nuances of the enamel creation technique itself and its difference from other
varieties. The artist attaches special importance to hot enamel, which, according to
the master, is characterized by a randomness that is not present in cold enamel. It
was found that through the enamel technique the author tried to recreate a unique,
colorful and fabulous image of India.

In the article author anabyzes the role and significance of the All-Ukrainian Association of
Indologists in developing of Ukrainian-Indian relations and such a direction of Ukrainian oriental
studies as Indology. In January 2025, the All-Ukrainian Association of Indologists celebrated its
anniversary — 25 years of its actvity (2000-2025). During the years of existence, the association
held many important events — international Indological scientific conferences, round tables,
seminars, presentations of books, interesting exhibitions, at general more than 200 international
scientific measures. Thanks to the initiative and great creative work of the association’s leadership,
collections of scientific works are being published in Ukraine for the first time— “India: Antiquity and
Modernity”, “Indology in Ukraine”. They present scientific articles, reports, theses of Ukrainian
specialists-Indologists of various scientific fields (history, political science, international relations,
philology, philosophy, culture and others). Association conducts extensive advisory work on the
problems of Indology, dissemination of knowledge about India in Ukraine and does a lot of work
towards developing fruitful Ukrainian-Indian relations in the field of humanities and education.

Keywords: All-Ukrainian Association of Indologists, Indology, cooperation.
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Ukrainian orientalists are well aware that Indology was rightly
considered a rather fruitful direction in the development of Oriental studies in
Ukraine. This field was primarily represented by the renowned Kharkiv and Kyiv
schools, exemplified by such prominent scholars as M. Lunyn (1807-1844),
O. Roslavskyi-Petrovskyi (1816-1870), V. Sherzel (1843-1896), D. Ovsianyko-
Kulykovskyi (1853-1920), P. Ritter (1872—1938), F. Knauer (1849-1917) and
O. Barannikov (1890-1952) [1].

The Indian Section of the All-Ukrainian Scientific Association of Oriental
Studies which operated successfully from 1926 to 1930, was particularly active
during its time [2]. However, due to political repression, the Second World War
(1939-1945), and other political factors, Oriental studies, including Indology, were
eradicated in Ukraine.

In the postwar years, the main centers of Indology were located in Russia, this
scientific field almost entirely absent in Ukraine. It was only in the 1960s—70s, and
particularly by the late 1980s and early 1990s, that individual specialists began to
emerge in Kyiv and other Ukrainian cities, addressing specific issues related to
India’s development. This process gained momentum following Ukraine’s
independence. For instance, during the 1990s, more than ten dissertations on Indian
topics were defended, accepted for defense, or approved for research in our country.
Additionally, numerous scientific and popular science publications on this subject
were released. Interest in India, its history, national liberation movement,
philosophy, religions, and literature significantly grew among the broader
Ukrainian population.

Thus, objective conditions were forming for the revival of the scientific
school of Indology in Ukraine. Scientific conferences, Indological readings,
methodological seminars on Indology issues, the teaching of Indian languages,
history and philosophy at Ukrainian universities, as well as the publication of
scholarly and popular works on India — this is an important and necessary stage
on the path to the revival of old traditions and the formation of a modern
school of Ukrainian Indology.

Extremely important role in this process was undoubtedly played by the
I All-Ukrainian Conference of Indologists, dedicated to the 50th anniversary of the
Republic of India (January 24, 2000). This conference became a unique and
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significant phenomenon in the scientific and public life of Ukraine, as it marked the
first attempt to bring together all Ukrainian specialists engaged in research across
various areas of Indology [3].

The systematization and analysis of the scientific papers presented at the
conference revealed three main areas 1) History (from ancient times to the present);
2) Religion and Philosophy; 3) Language and Literature. An interesting observation
is that all these areas were fairly evenly represented by the researchers participating
in the conference.

The most important practical outcome of this conference was the
establishment of the All-Ukrainian Association of Indologists (UAI) in January 24,
2000. A well-known Indologist Olga Lukash was elected President of the
Association at the conference and she has been fulfilling these duties all these
years (2000-2025). The primary aim and objectives of the Association were to
organize and facilitate the exchange of ideas among Ukrainian scholars researching
various aspects of the development of Indian society, from ancient times to the
present (through regular scientific conferences, seminars, and consultations); to
promote the dissemination of scientific knowledge and general information about
India as one of the leading countries in modern Asia and the world; and to initiate
the publication of scholarly Indological literature in the form of collections of
scientific works, monographs and articles.

The establishment of the All-Ukrainian Association of Indologists and the
publication of collections of Ukrainian Indological works [4; 5; 6; 7] would not
have been possible without the support and assistance of the Embassy of the
Republic of India in Ukraine. Special gratitude and appreciation are extended to His
Excellency Mr. V.B. Soni, Ambassador of the Republic of India to Ukraine from
1999 to 2002, for his dedicated attention to the development of Indology in Ukraine,
his participation in scientific Indological conferences and seminars, and the
substantial financial and technical support that enabled the creation of the first
Indological library within the framework of the UAL

In January 2025 the All-Ukrainian Association of Indologists
celebrated its 25th anniversary. Over this period, the association has
organized numerous Indological scientific events, including conferences,
round tables, seminars, book presentations and exhibitions, in general more
than 200 international significant Ukrainian-Indian scholarly events. Among
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the most notable were 5 All-Ukrainian Conferences of Indologists, held in an
international format in 2000, 2007, 2013, 2018, 2024 [6].

Another landmark event was the International Ukrainian-Indian Round Table
on “Contemporary India in the Context of Globalization”, where the President of
the Republic of India Dr. Abdul Kalam was an honorary guest and active
participant in 2005. This round table represented a historic milestone for the
association, as it marked the first-ever meeting between the President of the
Republic of India and Ukrainian Indologists on June 3, 2005. The meeting, held in
the Taras Shevchenko Kyiv National University was part of the official program of
the President of the Republic of India’s visit to Ukraine (Kyiv, June 1-3, 2005).
Dr. Abdul Kalam’s insightful and engaging presentation drew significant interest
and attention from Ukrainian Indologists and other round table participants [8].

The President of India Dr. Abdul Kalam highly appreciated Olga
Lukash’s grate activities as the head of the Association, her contribution to
development of Ukrainian-Indian relations in the humanitarian sphere and
presented her with a commemorative gift as a sign of respect and gratitude (a
marble dish from the Taj Mahal with an inscription).

A key outcome in the Association’s activities was the launch of the First
International ~Humanitarian  Ukrainian-Indian ~ Scientific =~ Project, titled
“Popularization of the Achievements of India and Ukraine in the Context of
Strengthening Humanitarian Cooperation” (2007-2008). This initiative, organized
with the active participation of the UAI, demonstrated the fruitful collaboration
between Ukrainian and Indian scholars, educators, and specialists from various
fields. Participants worked together in both India and Ukraine, exchanging
experiences during a series of scientific events (conferences, round tables,
seminars) held in both countries.

Ukrainian researchers from the Institute of World Economy and International
Relations of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine (IWEIR NASU) and
specialists from other organizations (including Indologist, philologists and
journalists), under the leadership of UAI President Olga Lukash and with the
support of Ukramian Embassy diplomats in India had the opportunity to present
their researches at prominent Indian and international scientific institutions. These
included the Institute for Strategic Research in India (ISRI), the Indian Council of
World Affairs ICWA) and Jawaharlal Nehru University (JNU) in New Delhi. The
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Ukrainian delegation also explored India’s magnificent historical and cultural
landmarks through a unique excursion program that covered visits to four
leading Indian states. This program was organized with the support of the
Ukrainian Embassy in India (Ambassador — Igor Polikha) and a renowned
Indian travel company.

In 2008, the delegation of Indian scholars and professors from Jawaharlal
Nehru University was hosted by the UAI and IWEIR NASU. The Indian
researchers actively participated in a scientific round table and academic seminars
dedicated to key issues in India’s development and Ukrainian-Indian relations. They
were introduced to the Indological research conducted at the National Academy of
Sciences of Ukraine and publications on Indological topics issued by the UAIL The
Association’s leadership also organized an extensive cultural program for the Indian
scholars, who visited numerous historical sites in Kyiv, including the Ukrainian
Cultural and Ethnographic Complex in Pyrohovo, the Kyiv Pechersk Lavra, the
“Saint Sophia Cathedral” museum-preserve and enjoyed a delightful boat tour on
the Dnipro River, specially arranged by the UAI leadership.

The tradition of productive Ukrainian-Indian academic collaboration was
further strengthened by several key events organized by the UAI with the
participation of ambassadors and diplomats from the Republic of India and Ukraine,
leading scholars and educators from the both countries, as well as Ukrainian and
Indian students and postgraduate researchers. Among these significant events were
the following international scientific round tables: ‘“Ukraine-India: 20 Years of
Diplomatic Relations” (2012); “B.R. Ambedkar and the Constitution of the
Republic of India” (2016); “Ukraine-India: 25 Years of Diplomatic Relations”
(2017); “Ukraine—India: Prominent Figures in Ukrainian Indology (Dedicated to the
Memory of P.G. Ritter)” (2019); “India: A Vision for the Future (to the 70th
Anniversary of Republic Day of India)” (2020); “India’s Steady Progress:
Phenomena of Humanitarian Development”, dedicated to the 75th Anniversary of
India’s Independence (2022); “India — A Country of Successful Transformations”,
organized in honor of the 75th Anniversary of the Republic of India and the 25th
Anniversary of the All-Ukrainian Association of Indologists (2025).

This list of major events initiated and meticulously prepared by the UAI
leadership is by no means exhaustive. It can be extended to include other significant
undertakings, such as the “Days of Science and Culture of the Republic of India in
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Ukraine” (January 26 — February 15, 2015), which were initiated and organized by
the UAI and the State Institution “Institute of World History of the National
Academy of Sciences of Ukraine”. This unique event included the International
Round Table “India’s Civilizational Progress: A View from Ukraine” (January 27,
2015), a Ukrainian-Indian international meeting of diplomats and scholars, the
opening of the art exhibition “All the Colors of India” (January 28, 2015) and the
literary and artistic evening “Unity in Diversity” held at the Kyiv House of
Scientists of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine (January 31, 2015). This
event was dedicated to familiarizing Ukrainian scholars and experts with unique
examples of the poetic and dance arts of ancient and modern India.

This activity of the Association is significantly complemented by a large
number of scholarly works authored by Ukrainian Indologists — historians,
international relations and political experts, philologists, philosophers — which have
been prepared and published in Ukraine, with additional research awaiting
publication in upcoming editions of Indological collections. Over the years of the
UATI’s existence, Ukraine has seen the emergence of its first Doctors and
Candidates of Sciences in various fields of Indology, including history, political
science, philology and philosophy. While the number of these unique specialists
remains limited for a large country like Ukraine, they are pioneers who face
numerous challenges and difficulties in their research work. Nevertheless, the
process of preserving and advancing such a unique branch of oriental studies in
Ukraine as Indology has begun and continues to progress gradually.

The All-Ukrainian Association of Indologists will continue
striving to support the development of Indology in Ukraine in its
various directions and manifestations, with a primary focus on reviving
and advancing this crucial aspect of Ukrainian historical science,
namely Oriental studies. Numerous scientific achievements in Indology
(such as defended dissertations, published monographs and scholarly
articles produced in recent years) as well as the publication of the
collections of scientific articles “India: Antiquity and Modernity” and
“Indology in Ukraine (Proceedings of All-Ukrainian Conferences of Indologists:
abstracts, reports, speeches, articles)”, represent significant contributions to this
complex and noble endeavor.
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It is essential to express sincere gratitude to all those who support these efforts
in today’s challenging times, particularly the State Institution “Institute of World
History of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine”, the Embassy of the
Republic of India in Ukraine, the Council of Indian Entrepreneurs in Ukraine
(represented by Ram Dange, Director of the Indian company “Indrayani Overseas”,
a steadfast supporter and sponsor of many Indological events and publications), and
members of the Indian diaspora, including Arnab Roychuramoni (yoga and
meditation instructor at the Heartfulness Institute, Kyiv) and Mridula Ghosh (Chair
of the Board of the Eastern European Institute for Development) for the
organization and conduct of conferences, round tables and the publication of
programs, abstracts and significant Indological researches. Special thanks also to
Indian businessmen Surya Mani and his colleagues Sanjay Goyal, Vineet Tomar,
Atul Seth for the facilitation and assistance in the activities of the UAL

Most of the aforementioned Indological events were organized under the
leadership of the UAI so as under support and active participation from the Society
“Ukraine-India”. The Society’s leaders, first of all, Valentina Ustinova (former
vice-president and permanent executive secretary of the Society) and Volodymyr
Nychyporuk (President and Chairman of the Society at various stages), consistently
provided consultations, practical assistance and co-organized many international
Ukramian-Indian scientific events held by the UAL The Association expresses its
deep gratitude and hopes for further fruitful cooperation with them and the
Society “Ukraine— India”.

The activities of the UAI over the years were also carried out with the active
participation and support of the Center for Ukrainian-Indian Friendship “Shanti”
(Poltava) and its leader, Svetlana Hrytsai. She was an active participant in almost
all of the Association’s events — conferences, round tables, seminars and presented
engaging and original reports dedicated to the renowned Ukrainian
Orientalist, the “father of Ukrainian Indology”, P. Ritter. She also
published materials on his unique scholarly legacy in the UAI collection
“India: Antiquity and Modernity” [5, p. 47-73].

Throughout its existence, the UAI has repeatedly provided assistance,
conducted numerous scientific consultations, reviewed research by leading
Ukrainian Indologists, and supported many Ukrainian specialists in preparing and
defending their scientific dissertations. For instance, UAI President Olga Lukash
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served as a consultant and official opponent for the prominent Ukrainian Indologist,
diplomat and the Ambassador of Ukraine to India in different years — PhD in
History, Igor Polikha; she also acted as the official opponent for the defense of the
PhD thesis of leading Ukrainian Indologist and National Institute for Strategic
Studies researcher, Doctor of Political Science Olena Bordilovska and served as a
scientific consultant and official opponent for Mridula Ghosh, Chair of the Board of
the Eastern European Institute for Development and lecturer at NaUKMA and
many other researchers in Indian studies in Ukraine.

The year 2024 proved to be exceptionally productive for the UAI marked by
significant events. On May 16, 2024, the V All-Ukrainian Conference of
Indologists was held, continuing the tradition of Indological scientific conferences
in Ukraine. During the conference’s closing session, the main conclusions were
presented: 1) the organization and successful conduct of the V All-Ukrainian
Conference of Indologists confirmed the ongoing development and expansion of
the Indological direction in Oriental studies in Ukraine, despite the challenging
conditions caused by the COVID-19 pandemic and Russian aggression against
Ukraine. This was evidenced by 44 applications for scientific reports on various
issues of Indology, ranging from ancient history to contemporary topics, 34 of
which were presented at the Plenary session and 4 scientific sections, all sessions
featured valuable and engaging discussions; 2) the Organizing committee and
delegates decided to publish the conference materials in the UAI’s collections of
scholarly works: “India: Antiquity and Modernity”, “Indology in Ukraine”, and in
the academic journals “Problems of World History” and “Eastern World”.

The second most significant event of 2024 was the official visit of the Prime
Minister of the Republic of India Narendra Modi to Ukraine (August 23, 2024). A
delegation of Ukrainian Indologists and UAI members had the honor of
participating in the meeting between the Indian Prime Minister and representatives
of the Indian and Ukrainian communities, organized by the Embassy of the
Republic of India in Ukraine. It is no exaggeration to say that the participation of a
group of Ukraine’s leading Indologists, led by Olga Lukash, in this pivotal meeting
provided with a significant energetic and positive boost for their future research and
initiatives. The warmth of Prime Minister Modi’s handshake and his unique energy
gave the participants hope for support and assistance from India and its leader in
Ukraine’s struggle for a just peace during the ongoing Russian-Ukrainian war.
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The year 2024 was also marked by other noteworthy organizational
developments. The UAI finally received a well-equipped office for its activities, for
which the association’s leadership and members expressed their deep gratitude to the
State Institution “Institute of World History of the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine”, particularly its director, Professor, Corresponding Member of the NAS of
Ukraine, Doctor of History Andriy Kudryachenko. This important milestone inspired
the UAI leadership to organize and launch (for the first time in the NAS system)
experimental groups for studying Indian languages such as Sanskrit and Hindi. These
groups included researchers, postgraduate students from the Institute, lecturers,
students from Taras Shevchenko Kyiv National University and other scholars of
Indian history and culture.

Many significant events and activities of the All-Ukramian Association of
Indologists remain beyond the scope of this brief overview. However, it is hoped that
over its 25 years of existence, the UAI has made a substantial contribution to the
revival and development of such an important area of Ukrainian Oriental studies as
Indology. While the Ukrainian Indological school is still relatively small, but it exists,
develops and holds promise, provided it continues to receive support from the National
Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, the Embassy of the Republic of India in Ukraine and
state-level projects. Through its activities, events and methods the UAI has consistently
aimed to promote diverse knowledge about India in Ukraine and to foster further
Ukrainian-Indian relations in science, culture and education. It is crucial that, despite all
the challenges and obstacles of today, this trend and direction of Ukraine’s relationship
with India continues to develop.

They present scientific articles, reports, theses of Ukrainian specialists-Indologists
of various scientific fields (history, political science, international relations, philology,
philosophy, culture and others). Association conducts extensive advisory work on the
problems of Indology, dissemination of knowledge about India in Ukraine and does a lot of
work towards developing fruitful Ukrainian-Indian relations in the field of humanities and
education.

The article is devoted to the activities of the Poltava city center of Ukrainian-
