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PREFACE

Since February 24, 2022, Ukraine has been in a full-scale war,
accompanied by unprecedented security challenges, destruction of
infrastructure, and a deep humanitarian crisis. Despite the extreme
conditions of survival, the domestic scientific community continues
its intellectual resistance, focusing on finding answers to historical,
philosophical, and legal questions brought to light by Russian
aggression. In this fateful period, a special mission falls on young
scientists, called upon to thoroughly understand new geopolitical
realities, analyze the cause-and-effect relationships of contemporary
events in recent history, and form new scientific approaches that
combine a revision of the past with a visionary vision of the future.

In this context, the VIII International Conference of Young
Scientists “Current Problems of History, Philosophy and Law in the
Research of Young Scientists”, which took place on May 15, 2025 in a
mixed format, acquired special importance. Traditionally, the event
was organized by the State Institution “Institute of World History
of the NAS of Ukraine” in cooperation with the Institute of History
of Ukraine of the NAS of Ukraine, the I. Krypiakevych Institute of
Ukrainian Studies of the NAS of Ukraine, the G.S. Skovoroda Institute
of Philosophy of the NAS of Ukraine and the V.M. Koretsky Institute
of State and Law of the NAS of Ukraine.

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geographical representativeness. The scientific research analyzes
current problems of international relations, the history of countries
around the world and Ukraine from the 19th century to the present,
in particular: the problem of refugees in Europe in the 21st century;
the intellectual achievements of Ukrainian conservatism in the
1920s-1930s; philosophical aspects of understanding artificial
intelligence; the evolution of totalitarianism in modern philosophical
studies; analysis of Russian aggression from the point of view of
international law; transformation of the values of Ukrainian society
under the influence of the Russian-Ukrainian war, etc.

We hope that the tradition of holding the International Conference
of Young Scientists and, as a result of its work, publishing a collection of
scientific papers will be preserved and expanded in the coming years,
despite the new challenges facing Ukraine and the world community.

The opportunity to continue scientific research in this fateful
time is provided to us by the Ukrainian Defense Forces with their
courage and self-sacrifice.

The article analyzes the memoir heritage of Ukrainian prisoners of
war as a source for studying captivity and repatriation, particularly in
1918. The memoirs of O. Varavva (Kobets), V. Zelinskyi, T. Omelchenko,
M. Butovych, and V. Prokhoda are examined, revealing the specifics
of Ukrainian POWS’ conditions in camps in Germany and Austria-
Hungary, the activities of the Union for the Liberation of Ukraine in
raising national consciousness among prisoners, and the process of
forming “blue-jacketed” (Blue Division) and ‘gray-jacketed” (Grey
Division) divisions as a special form of repatriation.

Russian Emigration and the Ukrainian Question:
Analytical Review and
Critical Experience of the Journal Authors “Tryzub”

The article examines the attitude of representatives of the Russian
emigration to the Ukrainian question in the interwar period based on the
analysis of the publications of the magazine “Tryzub” and the exposure
of the imperial narratives reflected in them. The study demonstrates
how Russian political and intellectual circles denied the right of
Ukrainians to their own statehood, viewing it as a threat to the integrity
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of Russia. Along with this, the reaction of the Ukrainian emigration to
similar ideological challenges and its efforts in the struggle to preserve
national subjectivity are shown. The analysis of the historical context
is of particular importance in view of the current Russian-Ukrainian
war, which confirms the legacy of Russia’s imperial policy, its focus on
denying Ukrainian identity and the use of historical manipulations in
propaganda.

Formation of the Goals and Objectives of the North Atlantic
Alliance since 1991
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The current official version of NATO's goals describes its essential
and enduring purpose “to safeguard the freedom and security” of all its
members, ensuring the collective defence of all Allies. At the same time,
the substantive elements that ensure the implementation of this principle
are intentionally outlined in general terms, such as “peace and security”
in Europe and North America, ensuring stability at home by engaging
outside of NATO, making collective decisions through consultation and
consensus, etc. While NATO'’s fundamental security objectives were
formulated in the 1949 North Atlantic Treaty, their details are specified
in periodically updated Strategic Concepts.

Despite the widespread perception of NATO as an exceptionally
successful politico-military project, the Alliance as an international
organization is undergoing a complex and controversial revision
of its missions. This situation is due to the differences in interests
between the United States and European NATO Allies, as well as
differences in the perception of the extent and relevance of the
Russian military and political threat to the security and stability of
the vast majority of European states. In today’s world, these aspects
fundamentally impact the effectiveness and efficiency of the North
Atlantic Alliance.

THE REFUGEE PROBLEM IN EUROPE
IN THE 215" CENTURY: CHALLENGES
AND CONSEQUENCES FOR UKRAINE

The article reveals the main problems associated with refugees in
European countries. In particular, it notes that since 2015, as a result
of wars in Syria, Afghanistan, and Iraq, the largest flow of displaced
persons since World War II has moved to European countries. Russia’s
full-scale invasion of Ukraine in February 2022 triggered a new wave
of refugees, exacerbating an already difficult refugee problem. Today, it
is clear that most European countries are applying double standards in
addressing the refugee problem, placing migrants from different countries
in unequal social and legal conditions. Based on official statistics from
international institutions, the author of the article provides an overview
of Ukrainian refugees and the main problems associated with them. In
his opinion, the biggest problem is the post-war return of Ukrainian
refugees to Ukraine.

In the twenty-first century, the problem of refugees in Europe has
become one of the most important and urgent issues that require ur-
gent resolution. It became particularly acute in 2015, when the wars
in Syria, Afghanistan, and Iraq resulted in the largest flow of displaced
persons to European countries since World War II. The countries of
Southern and Central Europe, in particular Greece, Hungary, Serbia,
and Poland, experienced the largest influx of emigrants [1].

Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine in February 2022 triggered
a new wave of refugees, namely refugees from Ukraine, and Central
European countries became their destination. Ukrainian refugees fled
not only the fighting, but also Russian aggression and the brutal oc-
cupation regime created by the Russians, massive shelling of residen-
tial areas, destruction of critical infrastructure, forced deportations,
abduction of children, etc.

It should be noted here that for the first time in recent history,
Central Europe has become a mass refugee zone. According to the
United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees, more than 8 mil-
lion people left Ukraine in 2022-2024, of whom at least 5.8 million
settled in the EU as of the end of 2023 [2].

It should be noted that under such circumstances, the European
Union reacted in an unprecedented and rather prompt manner. In
2022, EU countries opened their borders to millions of Ukrainians,
most of whom are women, children, and the elderly. In addition, Di-
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rective 2001/55/EC on temporary protection was activated specifically
for Ukrainian citizens for the first time [3]. It granted Ukrainian refu-
gees the right to legal stay, access to healthcare, housing, education,
and employment without the need to go through the classic asylum
procedure in European countries.

As a rule, at the beginning of the Russian aggression, Ukrainian
refugees were accommodated in private households, churches and
schools, assistance was organized for them, and government services
accelerated the registration and employment processes. In Poland, the
Czech Republic, and Slovakia, the local community was also actively
involved in the placement of Ukrainians. Ukrainians also quickly re-
ceived their refugee status, which provided them with access to the
labor market and social services.

In general, all this led to their quicker integration into the societies
of European countries and more or less painless adaptation to a new
life in European countries. According to the latest World Bank data, a
significant number of refugees have already been integrated into the
societies of EU countries, and it may take 10-15 years for Ukraine to
return human capital to pre-war levels [4]. This is also evidenced by
Eurostat data, according to which almost 40% of Ukrainians who ar-
rived after 2022 are already employed [5, p. 3].

The above-mentioned migration policy towards Ukraine con-
trasts significantly with the policy towards representatives of emi-
grants from Islamic countries. In 2015, they faced severe restrictions,
refusals, migration camps, and frequent manifestations of xenophobia
[6]. For example, in 2015-2016, many states, including Hungary, Slo-
vakia, and the Czech Republic, categorically refused to accept quotas
for the resettlement of refugees from these countries, justifying this by
cultural incompatibility, the danger of radicalization, and the need to
preserve national identity [7].

Such a striking difference in attitudes toward refugees from Syria
or Afghanistan and Ukrainians shows that issues of cultural and eth-
nic proximity have a significant impact on the formation of migration
policy. In the perception of the majority of European nations, Ukrai-

nians are Europeans of Christian faith, neighbors, victims of an unjust
war, and clearly identified with the aggressor. Meanwhile, refugees
from Muslim countries remain in the European imagination symbols
of «otherness» that cause fear and anxiety [8].

This double standard is manifested not only in political decisions
and legal mechanisms, but also in everyday interaction and cultural
perception. Refugees from Syria, Afghanistan, or Iraq often face sus-
picion from local residents, and their placement in camps has been ac-
companied by various protests. Representatives of these countries are
often associated with the deterioration of the crime situation in Eu-
ropean countries, which turned them into a kind of target for media
demonization. In France, Germany, and the Netherlands, there have
been cases of attacks on shelters and the spread of misinformation
about crime among migrants, which is related solely to their cultural
background.

Refugees from Islamic countries also often faced complicated le-
gal procedures that sometimes lasted several years. They often did not
have the right to work or education while their case was being consid-
ered [9]. This contrast reveals that the issue of refugee status in Europe
is not neutral in a legal or humanitarian sense. In our opinion, this
issue is closely related to identity politics, historical memory, prob-
lems of socio-cultural and religious bias, etc. Here, a kind of definition
can be traced, when a refugee who is close to you will receive shelter
and assistance, while a refugee who is different will face restrictions,
doubts and barriers.

This definition can be traced in the rhetoric of current politicians
and media. For example, The Guardian wrote at the beginning of the
war that «Europeans are shocked because they are refugees with light
skin fleeing European homes» [10]. Such ethicized sympathy creates
a clear division between «victims worthy of empathy» and «others»
whose fate does not evoke the same level of support. Springer Nature’s
analysis also shows that EU media portray Ukrainians as heroic and
worthy of help, while refugees from other countries are seen as a bur-
den or a threat [11].
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After the active phase of the war is over, Ukraine may face a new
wave of emigration that has not yet been fully realized, this time among
men of military age who were legally restricted from traveling abroad
during martial law. According to the Center for Economic Strategy,
after the restrictions are lifted, at least 290,000 to 530,000 Ukrainian
men may leave the country to reunite with their families who have
long lived in the EU. At the same time, the study covers only those
individuals whose relatives are abroad, so the real scale of the future
outflow is potentially even greater [12].

This process is not exclusively humanitarian or psychological; it
is of direct strategic importance for the post-war stability of the state.
After all, men of reproductive age are a key part of the working pop-
ulation, economic resource and demographic balance of the coun-
try. Their emigration will exacerbate existing problems in the labor
market, reduce the tax base, and complicate the implementation of
post-war recovery plans. Moreover, some of these men already have a
formed intention to leave, given their emotional exhaustion, separa-
tion from loved ones, and the experience of successful family adapta-
tion in other countries [13].

Thus, it can be concluded that the factors of future migration are
not limited to security circumstances, but cover a wide range of moti-
vations, from family unity to hopes for better living conditions.

This perspective poses a number of systemic challenges for
Ukraine. The first is the demographic challenge, when the country
risks losing millions of people, including women with children, who
have already integrated in Europe. According to the Center for Eco-
nomic Strategy, up to 2.7 million Ukrainians may remain in the EU
even after the war ends.

The second challenge is political, as the current Temporary Pro-
tection Directive is only valid until March 2026, and its extension or
replacement requires appropriate diplomatic steps, primarily from the
Ukrainian Foreign Ministry.

The third challenge is institutional. Today, domestic state insti-
tutions face an urgent need to develop an effective policy aimed at
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returning citizens to Ukraine. The Ukrainian diaspora should contrib-
ute to this.

The fourth challenge is social and psychological. The war and
refugees, as a direct consequence of it, have a significant impact on
changing the worldview of millions of Ukrainians. And this, in turn,
will require not only economic incentives, but also a clear vision of
the future of Ukraine as a powerful, civilized, economically, cultur-
ally, spiritually, and spiritually developed, rule-of-law state by the state
leadership and the Ukrainian intellectual elite.

Thus, summarizing all of the above, we can conclude that in the
current difficult geopolitical environment, the problem of refugee has
become particularly acute. Today, European countries demonstrate a
kind of double standard in solving it, which puts migrants from differ-
ent countries in unequal social and legal conditions. The reason for
this is the problem of cultural and ethnic proximity of peoples, the de-
gree of their compliance with European socio-cultural principles and
standards. In my opinion, this factor contributes to the positive atti-
tude of the majority of the population of European countries towards
Ukrainian refugees compared to the same refugees from Islamic coun-
tries, and facilitates their rapid adaptation into the societies of these
countries.

For our country, the problem of returning Ukrainian refugees will
be one of the most pressing issues that will require a solution in the
future.

FROM THE “BATTLE OF SEATTLE”
TO SOCIAL MEDIA: THE EVOLUTION
OF TRANSNATIONAL MOBILIZATION

AND COMMUNICATION
OF ANTI-GLOBALIZATION / ALTER-
GLOBALIZATION MOVEMENTS
(LATE 1990s - 2010s)

The paper examines the evolution of communication strategies and
mobilization mechanisms of anti-globalization / alter-globalization
movements from the late 1990s to the 2010s. The influence of informa-
tion and communication technologies on forms of organization and co-
ordination of transnational protests is analyzed. The main stages of the
movements development are identified: the “Seattle era” (1999-2005)
and the “social media era” (2006-2015), with key differences in organi-
zational structures, communication patterns, and mobilization practices
characterized. Based on a comparative analysis of campaigns against
the Multilateral Agreement on Investment (1997-1998) and the Trans-
Pacific Partnership (2012-2016), the transformation of mobilization
mechanisms is revealed and paradoxes of digital mobilization are con-
sidered.

Anti-globalization and alter-globalization movements of the late
20th and early 21st centuries have become an important factor in
shaping international politics and international relations. The trans-
formation of communication strategies and mobilization mechanisms
of these movements under the influence of digital technology devel-
opment deserves special attention. The relevance of this issue is de-
termined by both its theoretical significance for understanding global
social movements and its practical importance for analyzing modern
forms of civic activity and predicting future models of collective ac-
tion in the digital age.

The research aims to provide a comprehensive historical examina-
tion of the transformation of transnational communication systems
and mobilization of anti-globalist movements from the late 1990s to
the 2010s, considering the impact of digital technology development.

The theoretical foundation of the research includes Manuel Cas-
tells’ concepts of network society [1], the world-system analysis of
J. Smith and D. Wiest [2], the “connective action” theory of W. Bennett
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and A. Segerberg [3], as well as works by D. della Porta [4], Z. Tufekci
[5], and E. Morozov [6]. The source base consists of activist organiza-
tion documents and Pew Research Center statistical data.

The end of the 20th century was characterized by processes that
created preconditions for the formation of transnational anti-global-
ization movements: geopolitical changes after the end of the Cold War,
the establishment of a neoliberal economic paradigm, the strengthen-
ing role of international financial institutions, and the technological
revolution associated with the spread of personal computers and the
internet.

The first signs of a global movement against neoliberal global-
ization appeared in the mid-1990s. The Zapatista uprising in Mexico
(1994, against the North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA))
became the first successful transnational mobilization that used the
early internet to spread its message worldwide. Campaigns against the
Multilateral Agreement on Investment (MAI) in 1997-1998 demon-
strated the possibility of coordination through newly created electron-
ic mailing lists [7]. The creation of the People’s Global Action (PGA)
network in 1998 also played an important role, laying the organiza-
tional foundations for global movement coordination [8]. However,
the events in Seattle, also known as the “Battle of Seattle” — mass pro-
tests against the WTO Ministerial Conference in November-Decem-
ber 1999 - became the defining event that brought the anti-globaliza-
tion movement to the world stage.

Preparation for the protests was based on a decentralized organi-
zational structure. A “spokes council” model was used for coordina-
tion, uniting “affinity groups”. The Internet played a significant role in
coordination - activists used mailing lists, websites, and other digital
means to coordinate plans and mobilize participants [9]. The launch
of the Independent Media Center (Indymedia) network during the
“Battle of Seattle” was an innovation in activist communication - for
the first time, activists were able to promptly publish reports, photo-
graphs, and videos online, creating an alternative information infra-
structure [10].
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After the protests in Seattle, the movement transitioned to a series
of internationally coordinated mobilizations in Washington (against
IMF and World Bank policies), Prague (against the IMF and World
Bank), Quebec (against the Free Trade Area of the Americas (FTAA)),
and Genoa (against the G8 summit). The creation of the World Social
Forum (WSF) as a counterpoint to the World Economic Forum in
Davos, held in Porto Alegre (Brazil) in 2001, became an important
innovation in transnational mobilization and coordination. In 2001,
the first forum gathered about 15,000 participants, and by 2005, the
number of participants grew to 155,000, indicating a rapid expansion
of the forum and its influence on global social movements.

The early 2000s were marked by fundamental changes in the
information landscape. The emergence of social networks (Face-
book - 2004, YouTube — 2005, Twitter — 2006) transformed the logic
of content creation and distribution. Mobile technologies underwent
democratization — the rapid spread of smartphones made possible
instant documentation of events and “on-the-spot” communication.
Analysis of the protest movement’s communication patterns shows a
significant transformation in the logic of mobilization, corresponding
to the theoretical model of “connective action” (W. Bennett, A. Seger-
berg) [3]: a transition from collective to “connective action” — decreas-
ing the role of organizations as intermediaries and increasing the im-
portance of personalized forms of participation.

The Occupy Wall Street movement (2011-2012) demonstrates a
new model of transnational mobilization in the era of social networks
[5]. The chronology of the movement’s spread indicates an unprec-
edented speed of mobilization: from the first occupation of Zuccotti
Park in New York to conducting actions in 951 cities across 82 coun-
tries within 5 weeks (for comparison - organizing anti-war protests in
2003 against the invasion of Iraq in 600 cities took 4 months of prepa-
ration). Digital communication played a key role in mobilizing the
movement - the hashtag #Occupy WallStreet quickly gained significant
spread, and live broadcasts from the events gathered up to 250,000
simultaneous viewers.
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Comparative analysis of the two stages of anti-globalization
movement development (“Seattle era” 1999-2005 and “social media
era’ 2006-2015) reveals significant changes in organizational struc-
tures. If in the first stage, organizations played a central role as net-
work “nodes’, in the second stage, their role diminished, and they
functioned more as “platforms” for individual participation. The form
of leadership changed: public, recognizable figures were replaced by
situational leaders who often act anonymously. The decision-making
process evolved from formalized consensus procedures to more spon-
taneous processes. The durability of structures also changed: if stable
coalitions formed in the first stage, temporary, fluid mobilizations pre-
vailed in the second [3].

For a deeper understanding of the transformation of mobilization
mechanisms, a comparative analysis was conducted of two campaigns
similar in goals but implemented in different technological eras. The
campaign against the Multilateral Agreement on Investment (MAI,
1997-1998) relied on a coalition of several hundred non-governmental
organizations. Communication tools included electronic mailing lists,
early websites, faxes, and telephone conference calls. In contrast, the
campaign against the Trans-Pacific Partnership (TPP, 2012-2016) was
based on a decentralized network of thousands of organizations and
individual activists, using social networks with hashtags #StopTPP,
specialized microsites, and petition platforms.

Detailed comparison of these campaigns reveals key differences:
the TPP campaign achieved a similar scale of coverage in the first 3
months, which took the MAI campaign more than a year; the MAI
campaign involved predominantly experienced activists, while the
TPP campaign reached a much wider demographic audience; the
MAI campaign was characterized by a deeper understanding of the
agreement’s essence among activists, while the TPP campaign had a
larger scale but often with a more superficial understanding of the
issues.

The research reveals several important paradoxes of digital mobi-
lization:
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1. 'The paradox of scale and depth - an inverse relationship between
the scale of mobilization and the depth of engagement. Research
on Twitter activity during the Occupy movement showed that the
initial wave of engagement was powerful, but over time, the level
of user participation decreased. Similar conclusions are confirmed
by research on online petitions in Great Britain: although a large
number of participants could be quickly mobilized, the duration
of their engagement remained limited.

2. The paradox of visibility and vulnerability - tension between
the need for public visibility and the risks of surveillance and
repression. Social networks significantly increased the visibil-
ity of movements in public space but simultaneously created
unprecedented opportunities for monitoring activists. This
confirms E. Morozov’s thesis about the “dark side of internet
freedom”. [6]

3. 'The paradox of global and local - complex dialectic of global and
local in transnational movements, confirming D. della Porta’s
concept of “glocalization” [4] (from the combination of “global-
ization” and “localization”) of social movements: global symbols
and practices are always reinterpreted and adapted according to
the local context.

Based on the analysis conducted, the following conclusions can be
formulated. The transformation of communication and mobilization
mechanisms of anti-globalization movements occurred evolution-
arily, through the gradual inclusion of new technologies into existing
practices. The effectiveness of digital tools always depended on the so-
cial and political context of their use. The expansion of technological
capabilities for communication and mobilization was accompanied by
new limitations and challenges, from information overload problems
to vulnerability to surveillance. In all studied cases of successful mo-
bilization, a combination of online and offline tools, digital and analog
practices was observed.

A significant reduction in mobilization cycles has been empiri-
cally confirmed, from long campaigns planned over months to spon-
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taneous mobilizations that unfold over days or hours. Leadership
mechanisms have transformed from functional but recognizable lead-
ers to more dispersed forms of coordination. The tactical repertoire
has expanded through new forms of online activism while maintain-
ing traditional forms of street protest.

Promising directions for further research include the impact of
cryptographic technologies and decentralized platforms on the for-
mation of new models of transnational communication, the transfor-
mation of forms of collective memory and knowledge in the digital
age, interaction between different generations of activists, the impact
of the COVID-19 pandemic on the transformation of transnational
mobilization forms, and the role of algorithmic systems in shaping the
visibility of activist messages.

Ideological Dimensions of Economic Space
in Russian Propaganda During World War 1

The article examines the ideological dimensions of economic space
in Russian imperial propaganda during the First World War. The
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author explores how economic rhetoric was transformed into a tool
for shaping mass consciousness and legitimizing imperial expansionist
ambitions. Based on the analysis of periodicals, journalism, memoirs,
and archival sources, the study traces how the concept of ‘economic
space” acquired ideological and geopolitical meanings — particularly
through the opposition of “spiritual” Russia to the “mercantile” West and
the justification of the annexation of new territories. Special attention is
given to the functioning of the insurance market of the Russian Empire,
its dependence on German capital, and the anti-German campaign
in propagandistic and state practices. The article demonstrates that
during the war, economic discourse became part of a broader ideological
construct aimed at consolidating the population and justifying imperial
policy.

The Policy of Decommunization: The Ukrainian Case of
Implementation

The course of implementation of the decommunization policy in
Ukraine in the post-Soviet period is analyzed. It is stated that its central-
ized implementation at the national level began only 24 years after the
revival of Ukrainian independence after the victory of the Revolution
of Dignity. Its direct implementation began with the adoption by the
Ukrainian Parliament on April 9, 2015 of four laws, which entered into
force on May 21, 2015 after the publication in the newspaper “Holos
Ukrainy” the day before.

When Time Appears: Chronos, Kairos and the Political
Ontology of the Democratic Moment
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This article explores the political ontology of time through the
prism of the concepts of chronos and kairos. Authoritarian regimes
use cyclical and mythological temporality to implement “anti-kairos
policies”. Democracy, on the other hand, operates with a dual ontology
of time: chronos - institutionalized, calculated, procedural time - and
kairos - the moment of breakthrough, critical transformation, and
political novelty. Unlike authoritarian systems, which reconstruct the
mythological cyclicality of time in order to legitimize power as sacred
and extra-historical, democratic regimes remain open to the future,
constantly creating conditions for action, discourse, and the beginning
of the new. Eric Voegelin expands on this argument in The New Science
of Politics, where he warns that totalitarian ideologies, such as Nazism
and Soviet communism, operate through ‘gnostic” attempts to abolish
historical openness and claim to have final answers. They construct
closed temporalities in which the regime represents the culmination of
history itself.

The Indo-European System of Three Functions as a Manifestation
of the “Primitive Classification System”
Determined by the Three-Component Structure
of Spatially Oriented Cultural Codes
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The article explores the hypothesis that the fundamental Indo-
European three-functional system, first identified in detail by Georges
Dumasil, is not a random phenomenon, but is deeply rooted in the earliest
forms of human thinking and social organisation. A direct parallel is
drawn between these three spatial zones and the three fundamental
functions identified by Dumasil. The hypothesis that the trichotomous
socio-functional Indo-European ideology, thoroughly studied by Georges
Dumasil, should be understood as a specific manifestation of the more
universal Durkheimian ‘primitive form of classification’. The territorial
organisation of the Proto-Indo-Europeans with its clear functional
division laid a solid foundation for further social, ideological and
mythological differentiation, which can be traced in the cultural heritage
of many Indo-European peoples.

Therefore, AL, which
uses only strategic rationality, represents a new tool for the dissemination
of propaganda.

The War in Ukraine Through the Prism of Russia’s Integration
Projects in the Post-Soviet Space
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The current Russian-Ukrainian war is interpreted as the culmination
of a long-standing geopolitical conflict between Ukraine and Russia,
which, since the 1990s, has unfolded in the realm of interstate integration.
The analysis is conducted within the frameworks of the concepts of soft
power, imperial revisionism, and institutional coercion. Special attention
is given to the structural conflict between Russias attempts to reassert
control over the post-Soviet space and Ukraine’s foreign policy trajectory
toward European integration.

It is demonstrated that the Russian Federation consistently
employed integration formats as geopolitical instruments for reclaiming
influence over the post-Soviet region. In contrast, Ukrainian authorities
systematically avoided forms of participation that required the
delegation of sovereign powers. The GUUAM/GUAM format served as
the only alternative platform for regional cooperation, but it proved to be
institutionally weak. Following the failure of all forms of “soft coercion” -
economic, political, and security-based — Russia resorted to overt military
aggression against Ukraine, with war becoming the final instrument for
attempting to restore control after the collapse of integration diplomacy.

Features of British Foreign Policy After the Escalation of the

The author analyses the key features of British foreign policy
following the escalation of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict. In light of
the growing risk of a war between European NATO member states and
the Russian Federation, the United Kingdom has undertaken a revision
of its foreign policy doctrine. Prioritizing the Euro-Atlantic region, an
approach reflected in the latest edition of the Strategic Defence Review
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prepared by the government of K. Starmer in 2025, the UK has adjusted
its strategic outlook accordingly. Within this same context, the actions of
the British government aimed at coordinating assistance to Ukraine in
repelling Russian aggression, reforming the British Armed Forces, and
revitalizing the military-industrial complex of the United Kingdom and
its European allies should also be considered.

American Aid to Ukraine during the Russian-Ukrainian War
under the Administration of Joseph Biden
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The article analyzes the scale and structure of the assistance pro-
vided by the United States to Ukraine during the administration of Pres-
ident Joe Biden following the full-scale Russian invasion in February
2022. It examines the main methodological challenges in calculating the
total volume of support, including discrepancies between official state-
ments, political narratives, and scholarly approaches to accounting for
appropriations. The author argues that widespread claims in political
discourse about a “blank check” or “three hundred billion for Ukraine”
are inaccurate. Based on an analysis of official reports from U.S. govern-
ment agencies and data from leading analytical centers, the study estab-
lishes that the actual amount of obligated assistance directly allocated
to Ukraine is approximately 120 billion USD. The article emphasizes
that divergences between official estimates stem from differing method-
ological approaches to accounting — from considering total budget ap-
propriations to accounting only for funds actually disbursed. The author
concludes that to accurately assess the scale of U.S. support under the
Biden administration, it is essential to clearly distinguish between the
categories of «appropriated», «obligated», and «disbursed» assistance,
and to view this support within the broader context of the U.S. strategy
to strengthen security in Europe.
